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INSTRUCTIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 

BETWEEN THE 

PACIFIC CLINICS 

AND THE 

RANCHO SANTIAGO COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT 

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this First day of April 1, 2018, which date is enumerated 

for purposes of reference only, by and between the RANCHO SANTIAGO COMMUNITY 

COLLEGE DISTRICT, hereinafter referred to as “RSCCD,” and the PACIFIC CLINICS, 

hereinafter referred to as “PACIFIC CLINICS.” 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, RSCCD is authorized under Section 78021 of the California 

Education Code to establish contract education programs by agreement with any public or 

private agency, corporation, or association, to provide specific educational programs or training 

to meet the needs of these entities; and 

WHEREAS, "contract education" is defined to mean those situations in which a 

community college district contracts with a public or private entity for the purposes of providing 

instruction or services or both by the community college; and 

WHEREAS, RSCCD wishes to offer noncredit courses in certain facilities 

provided by the PACIFIC CLINICS; and 

WHEREAS, RSCCD represents that it has minimum qualifications for 

instructors teaching these courses and the qualifications are consistent with requirements in other 

similar courses given at the RSCCD: and 

WHEREAS, PACIFIC CLINICS represents that it is a public organization 

funded by the Orange County Health Care Agency through the Mental Health Services Act; 

Workforce Education & Training; and 

WHEREAS, through this Agreement with PACIFIC CLINICS, RSCCD intends 

to provide educational programs for the benefit of eligible students of the RSCCD at various 
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facilities, including PACIFIC CLINICS’ Recovery Education Institute, 401 S. Tustin St., 

Orange, CA 92866; and 

WHEREAS, PACIFIC CLINICS operates on the basis of sound administrative 

policies and adheres to non-discriminatory practices and does not and shall not discriminate on 

the basis of sex, race, disability, sexual orientation, religion, ethnic or national origin, age, prior 

educational status, or any other unreasonable basis for discrimination; and 

WHEREAS, PACIFIC CLINICS operates in physical facilities that meet 

requirements of State and local Health and Safety regulations and are adequate and suitable for 

the courses offered and the number of students in attendance; and 

WHEREAS, PACIFIC CLINICS maintains current and accurate student 

attendance and progress records, and PACIFIC CLINICS consents to inspection of these records 

by authorized representatives of RSCCD, the California Community College Board of 

Governors, and other regulatory and administrative agencies;  

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the conditions, covenants, terms, 

agreements and recitals contained herein, it is mutually agreed as follows: 
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A. RECITALS:

All the above recitals are true and correct.

B. TERM:

The term of this Agreement shall be for three months, commencing April 1, 2018 and

terminating June 30, 2018, unless earlier terminated by either party in the manner set

forth herein.

C. OPTIONAL TERMINATION:

PACIFIC CLINICS or RSCCD may terminate this Agreement, without cause, at the end

of any semester or summer session, upon thirty days written notice to the other party.

D. RESPONSIBILITIES OF RSCCD:

1. RSCCD shall provide instruction and training to eligible students of the RSCCD at

various facilities designated by PACIFIC CLINICS, including PACIFIC CLINICS

Recovery Education Institute, 401 S. Tustin St., Orange, CA  92866.  RSCCD is

responsible for the education programs conducted at these facility sites.

2. RSCCD shall provide classes for Adults with Disabilities.  The courses of instruction

under this agreement are listed in the annual Santiago Canyon College Catalog and as an

attachment to this agreement (Attachment A).  The total number of student attendance

hours under this agreement shall not exceed 4,800.

3. The curriculum shall be as described in the RSCCD's Catalog and the program and

course outlines on file in the Instruction Office as approved by the Curriculum Council,

the Chancellor, the Board of Trustees of RSCCD, and the Chancellor's Office of the

California Community Colleges.

4. RSCCD shall use selected PACIFIC CLINICS staff as instructors to provide the

instruction and training covered in this Agreement.  In order to meet the California Code

of Regulations, Title 5, requirement, that students be under the immediate supervision of

an "employee" of RSCCD, RSCCD will invoke the provision of Title 5, Section

58058(b).
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Accordingly, PACIFIC CLINICS staff that is used, as instructors will be required to enter 

into written individual instructor service agreements with RSCCD regarding their 

responsibilities for delivering the curriculum called for in this Agreement. 

RSCCD shall have the primary right to control and direct instructional activities of the 

instructor while instructor is conducting a class, or classes, given through an instructional 

service agreement between RSCCD and PACIFIC CLINICS. 

5. Instruction to be claimed for apportionment by RSCCD under this

Agreement shall be under the immediate supervision and control of an employee of the

RSCCD (Title 5, Section 58058) who has met the minimum qualifications for instruction

in a noncredit subject in a California community college.

6. RSCCD's minimum qualifications for instructors teaching under this agreement are

consistent with requirements in other similar courses offered within the RSCCD.

7. RSCCD shall demonstrate control and direction of the instructional courses offered under

this agreement through such appropriate actions as providing the instructors with an

orientation, instructor's manual, course outline, curriculum material, testing and grading

procedures, and any other materials and services it would provide to its hourly instructors

on campus.

8. RSCCD has specified the courses of instruction within this Agreement (Attachment A),

and the outlines of record for such courses have been approved by the college's

curriculum committee as meeting Title 5 course standards, and the RSCCD’s board of

trustees has approved the courses.

9. RSCCD shall use procedures to assure that faculty teaching different sections of the same

course teach in a manner consistent with the approved outline of record for that course.

RSCCD shall assure that the courses offered through this agreement, and the faculty and

the students, are held to a level of rigor comparable to that of the other sections of

noncredit education courses offered within the RSCCD.

10. RSCCD shall claim state apportionment for student attendance generated in classes

covered by this Agreement.  PACIFIC CLINICS shall not claim state apportionment for

the same student attendance hours claimed by RSCCD.
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11. RSCCD shall reimburse PACIFIC CLINICS for use of staff and facilities, in accordance

with the terms stated in Section G, "PAYMENT."

12. RSCCD shall provide the normal administrative functions, including admissions,

counseling, registration, and achievement records comparable to those maintained for any

student of RSCCD.

E. RESPONSIBILITIES OF PACIFIC CLINICS:

1. PACIFIC CLINICS shall provide staff and facilities for RSCCD to utilize in the

operation of its instructional programs for eligible students of the RSCCD.

2. PACIFIC CLINICS staff who are used as instructors under this Agreement will be

appropriately credentialed to teach the subject areas covered by this Agreement.

3. Pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 58058(b), PACIFIC

CLINICS staff used as instructors under this Agreement will enter into individual

agreements with RSCCD regarding their responsibilities as instructors for RSCCD,

specifically for delivery of the curriculum covered by this Agreement.  All instructor

agreements will be kept on file by RSCCD.

4. RSCCD shall not be obligated to make any payment to PACIFIC CLINICS staff for

services under the terms of this Agreement.  Any and all salaries and benefits payable or

owning to PACIFIC CLINICS staff who are used as instructors under the terms of this

Agreement are the sole responsibility and liability of PACIFIC CLINICS.

5. PACIFIC CLINICS shall not be reimbursed for more than the total hours called for in the

curriculum in any one subject area for any one student.

6. PACIFIC CLINICS shall provide all necessary instructional supplies and equipment for

the students covered by the Agreement.  All material and equipment supplied by

PACIFIC CLINICS shall remain the property of PACIFIC CLINICS and shall not be

removed from the premises without permission of PACIFIC CLINICS.

7. PACIFIC CLINICS shall not charge students receiving instruction and training under this

Agreement additional cost for tuition.

8. PACIFIC CLINICS will provide those administrative functions essential for the operation

of facilities, at its own expense, where the instructional programs under this agreement

take place.
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9. PACIFIC CLINICS shall be in compliance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964,

Title IX of the Higher Education Act of 1972, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of

1973, the U.S. Presidential Executive Order 11246, and subsequent amendments (if

applicable) and the intent of the Board of Governors of the California Community

Colleges affirmative action resolution adopted April 12, 1973, and all applicable local,

state, and federal health and safety regulations.

10. PACIFIC CLINICS courses shall be held at facilities that are clearly identified as being

open to the general public.  Enrollment in the courses is open to any person who has been

admitted to the college and has met any applicable prerequisites.

11. PACIFIC CLINICS shall retain records of enrollees' attendance for at least five (5) years

and shall, upon request, make them available for review by RSCCD, the Office of Private

Postsecondary Education, and the Chancellor's Office of the California Community

Colleges.

F. RESPONSIBILITIES OF RSCCD AND PACIFIC CLINICS:

1. RSCCD and PACIFIC CLINICS will make available as appropriate support services such

as counseling, guidance and placement assistance for the students.

2. RSCCD and PACIFIC CLINICS will supervise students and evaluate student progress.

3. RSCCD and PACIFIC CLINICS will determine the withdrawal procedures and

documentation applicable to students who seek to withdraw prior to completion of a

course.

4. Procedures, Terms, and Conditions.  The enrollment period for instructional programs

under this agreement is determined by RSCCD and is unique to this program.  The

students do not pay enrollment fees for the education courses under this agreement.  The

RSCCD determines the number of class hours sufficient to meet the stated performance

objectives.

G. PAYMENT:

1. RSCCD shall reimburse PACIFIC CLINICS for the use of staff and facilities at the rate

of $2.50 per student attendance hour, up to a maximum of 4,800 hours ($12,000).  The

hours claimed under this Agreement must be certified to RSCCD for actual attendance
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during the preceding month for all properly enrolled students.  Such payment is 

considered full payment to cover all of PACIFIC CLINICS’s contract cost of operating 

the instructional programs covered by this Agreement. 

2. PACIFIC CLINICS shall submit certified statements and billing monthly to:

3. PACIFIC CLINICS billing shall include evidence of positive attendance in accordance

with State regulations.  At the end of each month, RSCCD will send the total attendance

hours posted for the month to PACIFIC CLINICS’s designee for reconciliation and

confirmation/certification so that an invoice can be generated.  All billings shall include

the total number of actual student attendance hours.

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INSTRUCTIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 

BETWEEN THE 

PACIFIC CLINICS 

AND THE 

RANCHO SANTIAGO COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT 

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this First day of July 2018, which date is enumerated for 

purposes of reference only, by and between the RANCHO SANTIAGO COMMUNITY 

COLLEGE DISTRICT, hereinafter referred to as “RSCCD,” and the PACIFIC CLINICS, 

hereinafter referred to as “PACIFIC CLINICS.” 

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, "contract education" is defined to mean those situations in which a 

community college district contracts with a public or private entity for the purposes of providing 

instruction or services or both by the community college; and 

WHEREAS, RSCCD wishes to offer noncredit courses in certain facilities 

provided by the PACIFIC CLINICS; and 

WHEREAS, RSCCD represents that it has minimum qualifications for 

instructors teaching these courses and the qualifications are consistent with requirements in other 

similar courses given at the RSCCD: and 

WHEREAS, PACIFIC CLINICS represents that it is a public organization 

funded by the Orange County Health Care Agency through the Mental Health Services Act; 

Workforce Education & Training; and 

WHEREAS, through this Agreement with PACIFIC CLINICS, RSCCD intends 

to provide educational programs for the benefit of eligible students of the RSCCD at various 
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facilities, including PACIFIC CLINICS’ Recovery Education Institute, 401 S. Tustin St.,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the conditions, covenants, terms, 

agreements and recitals contained herein, it is mutually agreed as follows:

The term of this Agreement shall be for one year, commencing July 1, 2018 and

terminating June 30, 2019, unless earlier terminated by either party in the manner set

forth herein.

7. RSCCD shall demonstrate control and direction of the instructional courses offered under

this agreement through such appropriate actions as providing the instructors with an

orientation, instructor's manual, course outline, curriculum material, testing and grading

procedures, and any other materials and services it would provide to its hourly instructors

on campus.

8. RSCCD has specified the courses of instruction within this Agreement (Attachment A),

and the outlines of record for such courses have been approved by the college's

curriculum committee as meeting Title 5 course standards, and the RSCCD’s board of

trustees has approved the courses.

BACKGROUND 

Each year, the Board of Trustees approves Budget Assumptions that serve as the foundation used in 
the development of the district’s annual budget. 

ANALYSIS 

The Governor’s January Budget Proposal includes a major change in the way California community 
colleges will be funded.  Moving away from solely a growth FTES dependent model, beginning in 
2018-19 there will be a new Student Centered Funding Formula that encourages access for 
underrepresented students, provides additional funding in recognition of the need to provide 
additional support for low-income students, and rewards colleges’ progress on improving student 
success metrics.  This complicated proposed new formula is comprised of three components: 1) a 
Base Grant representing about 50% of the apportionment which will include a basic allocation for the 
number of colleges and centers in the district along with funding per full-time equivalent students 
(FTES) served, 2) a Supplemental Grant representing about 25% of the apportionment that pays a 
percentage of the credit FTES rate based on the number of students receiving College Promise Grants 
and the number of students receiving Pell Grants, and 3) a Student Success Incentive Grant 
representing about 25% of the apportionment that pays a percentage of the credit FTES rate based on 
the number of degrees and certificates awarded, the number of students who complete a degree or 
transfer in three years or less, and the number of Associate Degree for Transfer degrees granted by 
the district. 

At this stage of the district’s 2018-19 budget preparation cycle, however, details about how this new 
formula will actually work is still forthcoming.  The Department of Finance is still making changes 
to the proposed new formula and the actual specifics to the mechanics of the new formula may not be 
available until the enactment of the state budget in June.  Based on information known at this time 
provided by the state Chancellor’s Office, the district is not including any potential funding changes, 
possible augmentations in revenues or stabilized loss of revenues, related to this new apportionment 
funding formula.  The Governor’s proposal does include an estimated 2.51% Cost of Living 
Adjustment (COLA) which is being budgeted in the district’s budget assumptions.  Although the 
proposal also includes 1% system wide growth funding, the district assumptions do not include any 
funding for growth based on the colleges’ current FTES estimates and the fact that the district is in 
restoration in 2017-18 after declining and going into stabilization in 2016-17. The attached budget 
assumptions presume the district will fully restore in 2017-18 and maintain the same FTES funding 
again in 2018-19. With the remaining revenue assumptions, there is a projected net increase of 
approximately $4.6 million in additional ongoing unrestricted funding and no additional one-time 
funding. 

4.3
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The new expenditure assumptions total approximately $8.7 million in additional new ongoing costs 
including cost of COLA, step and column movement, a projected 2.5% increase in health and welfare 
benefits for the second half of the year, continuing PERS and STRS rate increases, and other 
increased costs.  For this tentative budget, the district is also planning to make $3 million in ongoing 
budget reductions.  Based on these assumptions, the 2018-19 ongoing budget produces a structural 
deficit of $1.1 million.  Added to the prior year structural deficit and other net cost increases known 
to date, the total ongoing structural deficit is estimated at $2.6 million.  Dependent on the final state 
budget and the actual district allocations under the new funding formula, the district will need to 
determine if there is need for further budget reductions or use of the Budget Stabilization Fund on a 
one-time basis.  If the 2018-19 new funding formula provides additional unrestricted revenues, those 
new unrestricted revenues will be added to the district budget, thereby reducing the deficit. In 
addition, the district is continuing to budget $2 million from one-time funds for the SCC ADA 
lawsuit settlement costs. 

As a reminder, the Tentative Budget each year is essentially a “placeholder” budget required in law 
in order to continue operations as of July 1.  These Tentative Budget assumptions, which are the 
starting point to be used for building the 2018-19 Tentative Budget, were unanimously recommended 
by both the Fiscal Resources Committee and District Council.  When additional information becomes 
available, such as the May Revise, these assumptions will be updated for the Tentative Budget 
presented to the Board of Trustees for approval on June 11, 2018. Once a state budget is enacted by 
the Legislature by the end of June, any necessary changes to our state funding can be made in the 
district’s proposed Adopted Budget scheduled for approval by the Board of Trustees on September 
10, 2018.

C. Education Protection Account (EPA) funding estimated at $21,022,922 based on 2017/18 Advance. These are
not additional funds. The EPA is only a portion of general purpose funds that offsets what would otherwise be state aid in the
apportionments. We intend to charge a portion of faculty salaries to this funding source in compliance with EPA requirements.

D. Unrestricted lottery is projected at $146 per FTES ($4,339,229).  Restricted lottery at $48 per FTES ($1,426,596).
(2017/18 P1 of resident & nonresident factored FTES, 29,720.75 x 146 = $4,339,229 unrestricted lottery;

III. Appropriations and Expenditures
A. As the District's budget model is a revenue allocation model, revenues flow through the model to the colleges as earned.

The colleges have the responsibility, within their earned revenue, to budget for ALL necessary expenditures including but not
limited to all full time and part time employees, utilities, instructional services agreements, multi-year maintenance and other
contracts, supplies, equipment and other operating costs.

B. The state is estimating a Cost of Living Allowance (COLA) of 2.51%.  Any collectively bargained increased costs will be
added to the budget.  The estimated cost of a 1% salary increase is $1.5 million.

C. Step and column movement is budgeted at an additional cost of approximately $1.26 million including benefits.
(FARSCCD approximate cost $601,000, CSEA approximate cost $405,000, Management/Other approximate cost $254,000)

D. Health and Welfare benefit premium cost increase as of 1/1/19 is estimated at 2.5% for an additional cost of approximately
$402,000 for active employees and an additional cost of $178,000 for retirees, for a combined increase of $580,000.
State Unemployment Insurance local experience charges are estimated at $250,000 (2017/18 budgeted amount). Unchanged.

The project consisted of removing old roofing material and installation of a new 
roof system. The new roof consist of a two (2) ply modified membrane continuous roof system 
with an aggregate surface to mitigate ponding and premature deterioration. The project was 
completed on February 19, 2018. 

ANALYSIS: 
Change Order #1 decreases the contract amount by $25,000 which is a credit back to the District 
for an unused allowance related to unforeseen work. The contract amount has been decreased 
from $340,000 to $315,000.

This is a new agreement with Sindoni Consulting & Management Services, Inc. for the Fan Coil 
Replacement Project commissioning services at Building D located at Santiago Canyon College. 
The fan coil unit replacement project is a State funded 2017-2018 Scheduled Maintenance 
project. The replacement project will remove and replace the existing mechanical fan coil units 
as these units are at the end of life. The units have multiple problems ranging from electrical 
wiring issues, motor failures, inefficient cooling and heating coils, inadequate outside air, 
condensate drain problems, drain pan failures, air flow problems, utility piping problems, and 
maintenance accessibility problems. The objective of the proposed fan coil unit replacement is to 
improve energy efficiency, increase performance, lower maintenance costs, increase system 
reliability, and improve system stability. Building Commissioning is required per Administrative 
Regulations, California Code of Regulations, Title 24, Part 6, 2016 Building Energy Efficiency 
Standards and the District desires to hire an independent commissioning consultant to participate 
in the design review, system installation review, system functional testing, prepare system trend 
reports and analysis, and prepare a user system manual as a sustainable best management 
practice. The services provided by the commissioning agent will ensure proper functional testing 
is undertaken for all fan coil units in order to meet target energy efficiency measures. 

ANALYSIS: 
A Request for Proposal (RFP) #1718-196 for commissioning services for the fan coil unit 
replacement project at Building D at Santiago Canyon College was solicited January 19, 2018 to 
all six pre-qualified firms with a due date of February 12, 2018.

The 

agreement is based upon our IPEDS FTE count of 18,999 and may fluctuate based on 

enrollment. 

The District would like to enter into an agreement with Ellucian Inc. for Canvas ILP SaaS. 

The annual subscription in the amount of $31,275 includes a 25% discount with no annual 

increase during the 36-month term. It is Ellucian’s commitment that at the end of the 36 

month term, that the renewal fee will not increase by more than 7%. There is a required 

implementation services at $213 per hour at an estimated 34 hours, which is estimated at 

$7,242. The term of the service is 36-months and will commence on the first day of the month 

following execution.

(2) infringes the copyrights, patents, trade secrets, trademarks, trade names or other proprietary or privacy
rights of a third party or is otherwise unlawful, or (3) would otherwise give rise to civil liability, or that
constitutes or encourages conduct that could constitute a criminal offense, under any applicable law or
regulation.

• Certain Cloud Software is subject to additional terms and restrictions as set forth in Software Supplements
attached to Exhibit A.  Further, Ellucian may utilize certain Third Party Component Providers.  With respect
to the use of the Third Party Component Providers’ services, Client agrees to comply with any third party
contractual provisions outlined in the Software Supplements.  In all cases, if any terms of a Software
Supplement conflict with any other terms of this Order Form, the terms of the Software Supplement will
control.

4. Software Support Services for Cloud Software; Backup and Disaster Recovery.  During the Cloud Software
Term, as part of the annual subscription fees set forth in Exhibit A, Ellucian will provide Software Support
Services for the Cloud Software in accordance with the Maintenance Standards in the attached Exhibit B.  The
application of Software Support Services by Ellucian may result in changes in the form, timing, or other features
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of the Cloud Software.  Ellucian will apply the Software Support Services to the Cloud Software to include 
Maintenance and New Releases. 

Ellucian will back up the Client Data.  Backups will adhere to Ellucian’s internal backup controls.  Ellucian will not 
be responsible for the accuracy of Client Data, but will only be responsible for appropriately backing up the 
Client Data contained in the Cloud Software.  Ellucian will conduct regular backup of all Client Data.  The 
retention of this backup data is separated into the following components: 

• Database – backups will be retained for three (3) months
• Point in Time – backups will be retained for one (1) week

At the end of these durations, the oldest copies of files will be deleted. 

Client may request copies of database backups for archival purposes.  Upon such request, Ellucian will make a 
copy of the database available to Client for secure download on a monthly basis. Each database backup made 
available in this manner will replace the previously available file.  It will be the Client’s responsibility to retrieve 
those files in a timely manner. 

Ellucian will maintain a disaster recovery plan for the Cloud Software. If the Cloud Software production 
environment is damaged in whole or in part preventing Ellucian from securely delivering the Cloud Software, 
Ellucian will failover the primary Cloud Software environment to Ellucian’s disaster recovery environment. 
Ellucian’s recovery time objective (RTO) is twenty-four (24) hours, measured from the time the Cloud Software 
is declared to have become unavailable until such services become available and operational in accordance with 
applicable service levels, as measured by Ellucian. Ellucian’s recovery point objective (RPO) is two (2) hours, 
measured from the time the first transaction is lost or from the time the Cloud Software became unavailable. 
Ellucian will test its disaster recovery plan annually and will, upon Client’s written request, provide Client with a 
summary of the most recent results.  Note: Any Cloud Software downtime in excess of the aforementioned 
objectives will contribute towards the calculation of the SLA as defined below. 

5. Cloud Software – Service Level Agreement.  Except as otherwise expressly provided for in any Software
Supplement, Ellucian will provide the Cloud Software consistent with the Service Level Agreement (the “SLA”)
in the attached Exhibit C.

6. Personally Identifiable Information.  To effect the purposes of this Order Form, Client may from time to time
provide Ellucian with Client PII (Client representing that it has the right to do so in each such instance).  Ellucian
represents that it maintains appropriate data security measures, including a written information security policy,
to protect Client PII consistent with applicable laws and regulations.  Further, to protect the privacy of Client PII,
Ellucian will, for so long as it retains Client PII: (i) maintain the confidentiality of Client PII, as provided in the
applicable section(s) of the Agreement regarding Client’s confidential information generally; (ii) limit access to
Client PII to Ellucian’s employees, agents and subcontractors who have a need to access Client PII to fulfill
Ellucian’s obligations under this Order Form; (iii) require that its agents and subcontractors who have access to
Client PII agree to abide by substantially similar (and no less restrictive) restrictions and conditions that apply to
Ellucian with regard to such Client PII; and (iv) implement appropriate administrative, technical and physical
safeguards designed to ensure the security or integrity of such Client PII and protect against unauthorized access
to or use of such Client PII that could result in substantial harm or inconvenience to Client.

7. Payment Terms; Suspension of Cloud Software; Delivery; Services Delivery.

7.1 Payment Terms.  Subscription fees for each Cloud Contract Year will be specified by Ellucian in an invoice
issued in advance of each such Cloud Contract Year and will be due and payable within thirty (30) days from 
the date of invoice (but not earlier than the first day of the applicable Cloud Contract Year for which such 
subscription fees are being remitted).  
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7.2 Annual Subscription Fee Increases.  The Total Annual Subscription Fee shown in Exhibit A represents the 
subscription fee for each Cloud Contract Year during the Initial Cloud Software Term and will not increase 
during the Initial Cloud Software Term except as expressly set forth herein. 

For any Renewal Cloud Contract Year following the Initial Cloud Software Term, annual subscription fees 
will not increase by more than seven percent (7%) over the annual subscription fee payable for Cloud 
Software for the immediately preceding Cloud Contract Year. 

7.3 FTE.  Client’s reported FTE as of the Execution Date is specified in Exhibit A (the “Contracted FTE”).  Pricing 
in this Order Form for Cloud Software allows for up to a tier threshold of 18,999 FTE.  Ellucian will perform 
an annual review of Client’s FTE status.  If upon review, Client’s actual FTE exceeds the tier threshold, or if 
Client’s technology capacity requirements otherwise increase or vary, Ellucian will have the right to charge 
additional fees associated with the increase or variation, at Ellucian’s then-current standard fees in effect 
at the time of such increase.  Upon the payment by Client of such fee, Client’s Contracted FTE will be 
increased to equal the then-current actual FTE.  For avoidance of doubt, Client will in no event be due a 
credit, refund or fee reduction in the event that the Contracted FTE exceeds the actual FTE at any time 
during the Cloud Software Term.  Without limitation, Client agrees to provide Ellucian with reasonable 
access to its personnel, facilities, and documentation for purposes of auditing the calculation of FTE. 

7.4 Suspension of Cloud Software.  If Client fails to pay to Ellucian within thirty (30) days after Ellucian makes 
written demand for subscription fees due for Cloud Software, and payment of the amount in question is 
not the subject of a bona fide dispute, then, in addition to preserving its rights to collect payment of the 
past-due amount and all accompanying late fees, and all other rights and remedies that Ellucian may have 
at law or in equity, Ellucian may, in its sole discretion and without further notice to Client, suspend its 
performance of the Cloud Software. 

7.5 Delivery.  Ellucian will, as soon as reasonably practical following the Execution Date, provide the necessary 
process and procedure for Client’s access to the Cloud Software in accordance with this Order Form (the 
date on which Client is provided with this access is the “Delivery Date” for the purposes of the Cloud 
Software).  In providing the Cloud Software under this Order Form, Ellucian may use a combination of 
remote services, centralized services, and onsite services, using personnel worldwide. 

8. Post Termination Actions.  Upon termination or expiration of the Cloud Software Term, Client access and use
of the Cloud Software will immediately cease, and Client will have no further access to or use of the Cloud
Software.  Provided that Client has provided Ellucian with a written request at least thirty (30) days prior to the
end of the Cloud Software Term, Ellucian will, at no additional charge to Client, promptly provide Client with a
copy of all Client Data then in Ellucian’s possession, in a commercially reasonable format.  Such Client Data will
then be securely deleted by Ellucian in accordance with Ellucian’s then-current data security, retention, and
disposal policies.

9. Limited Warranty; Exclusive Remedy.  Except as otherwise expressly provided for in any Software Supplement,
Ellucian warrants that, during the Cloud Software Term, the Cloud Software will operate without Defects.  For
each Defect, Ellucian, as soon as reasonably practicable and at its own expense, will provide Client with an
avoidance procedure or a correction of the Defect (in accordance with the Software Support Services provisions 
of this Order Form and the associated Maintenance Standards attached hereto as Exhibit B).  If, despite its
reasonable efforts, Ellucian is unable to provide Client with an avoidance procedure for or a correction of a
Defect, then, subject to the limitations set forth in Section 10 below, Client may pursue its remedy at law to
recover direct damages resulting from the breach of this limited warranty.  These remedies are exclusive and
are in lieu of all other remedies, and Ellucian’s sole obligation for breach of this limited warranty is contained in
this Section 9.  ELLUCIAN MAKES NO OTHER WARRANTIES WHATSOEVER, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, AND ELLUCIAN
EXPLICITLY DISCLAIMS ALL WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, NON-INFRINGEMENT, AND FITNESS FOR A
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PARTICULAR PURPOSE.  ELLUCIAN EXPRESSLY DOES NOT WARRANT THAT THE CLOUD SOFTWARE, IN WHOLE 
OR IN PART, WILL BE ERROR FREE OR WILL OPERATE WITHOUT INTERRUPTION. 

10. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY.  FOR THE CLOUD SOFTWARE LICENSED PURSUANT TO THIS ORDER FORM,
ELLUCIAN’S CUMULATIVE LIABILITY WILL NOT EXCEED THE SUBSCRIPTION FEES THAT CLIENT ACTUALLY PAID TO
ELLUCIAN FOR THE CLOUD SOFTWARE GIVING RISE TO THE LIABILITY FOR THE SIX (6) MONTH PERIOD
PRECEDING THE DATE ON WHICH SUCH LIABILITY FIRST AROSE.  IN NO EVENT WILL ELLUCIAN BE LIABLE TO
CLIENT FOR ANY PUNITIVE, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES, OR ANY LOST BUSINESS OR
LOST PROFITS, WHETHER BASED ON BREACH OF CONTRACT, TORT (INCLUDING NEGLIGENCE), PRODUCT
LIABILITY, OR OTHERWISE, AND WHETHER OR NOT ELLUCIAN HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH
DAMAGES.  THE LIMITATIONS AND EXCLUSIONS IN THIS SECTION 10 WILL ALSO SPECIFICALLY SURVIVE A
FAILURE OF ESSENTIAL PURPOSE OF ANY REMEDIES THAT MAY BE PROVIDED IN THIS ORDER FORM OR THE
AGREEMENT.

11. Third Party Components.  Ellucian’s obligation to provide Client with Cloud Services that include third party
services or software (“Third Party Component(s)”) is limited to providing Client with the Third Party Component
portion of the Cloud Services to the extent the applicable third party owner provides it to Ellucian.  If an
agreement authorizing Ellucian to resell or sublicense a Third Party Component, prior to the Expiration Date set
forth in the applicable Order Form or prior to the expiration of any renewal,  is terminated or  expires, or if the
terms of the relevant agreement are substantially modified so as to prevent Ellucian from providing the Third
Party Component(s) of the Cloud Services in a commercially reasonable manner under the existing terms, then
Ellucian’s obligation to provide to Client and Client’s obligation to pay Ellucian for the applicable Cloud Services
will, as applicable, automatically terminate upon the effective date of the termination,  expiration, or material
modification.

12. Termination of On Premises Intelligent Learning Platform Maintenance Services. Client’s obligation to pay
Maintenance fees for the Intelligent Learning Platform On-Premise software (only) will end effective the first
day of the month following the Execution Date.  Client has a continuing license to use the Intelligent Learning
Platform on-premise software, in accordance with the terms and conditions contained in the Agreement, but
Ellucian will continue to provide maintenance support upon such Intelligent Learning Platform on-premise
software for a period of only six (6) months (the “Transition Period”) from the Beginning Date specified in the
Cloud Software Table in Exhibit A below.  Client acknowledges and agrees that Ellucian’s obligations to provide
Maintenance (sometimes referred to elsewhere as Software Support Services and/or Improvements) during the 
Transition Period will be limited to telephone support, regulatory releases and defect corrections only.
Specifically, Client will not be entitled to use any new product enhancements that may become available during
the Transition Period (including, without limitation, provision of updates, telephone support, and error
corrections) for Intelligent Learning Platform on-premise software, as provided-for under the Agreement.
Credits for any prepaid Maintenance Fees or payments for the Intelligent Learning Platform On-Premise
software that are applicable to any period of time from and after the Beginning Date, if any, shall be credited
only against the subscription fees payable hereunder.

Service Level Agreement 

1. Coverage and Terminology.

This Service Level Agreement (the “SLA”) applies to the production Cloud Software instance supported under
this Order Form.

Availability:  “Availability” means the percentage of a particular month (based on 24-hour days for the number 
of days in the subject month) that the production Cloud Software is available for remote access by Client as
measured by Ellucian pursuant to the Service Level Objectives defined in the Service Level Objective section
below.

Measurement:  Availability is measured as the ratio of actual Availability to expected Availability resulting in
an “Achieved Availability” percentage.  Achieved Availability is determined by calculating the aggregate
minutes, during the periods the production Cloud Software instance is scheduled to be available (“Scheduled
Uptime”), that the production Cloud Software instance is unavailable for use by Client (“Unscheduled
Outage”), divided by the total aggregate minutes of scheduled Availability for the month which is Scheduled
Uptime minus the time the production Cloud Software is scheduled to be unavailable with Client agreement
(“Scheduled Downtime”), and rounded to the nearest 10th (tenth) unless otherwise indicated in the specific
SLA definition.  The “Achieved Availability” calculation is expressed as:

1 – (Unscheduled Outage / (Scheduled Uptime - Scheduled Downtime)) 

For the avoidance of doubt, the unavailability of the production Cloud Software instance as a result of 
scheduled maintenance and emergency maintenance windows will not be considered a service outage and 
will not give rise to Service Level Credits. 

2. Service Level Objective.

Ellucian aims to achieve one hundred percent (100%) Availability for the production Cloud Software instance.
Subject to the terms in this SLA, Ellucian will provide ninety-nine and one half percent (99.5%) Availability for
the production Cloud Software instance.

A monthly Availability report will be made available within ten (10) business days following Client’s written
request.

3. Service Level Credits.

4.2 Ellucian reserves the right to perform emergency maintenance (for example, to restore Cloud Software or 
remediate security vulnerabilities) without any prior notification, should it be deemed necessary to protect 
and maintain the security, availability or integrity of the Cloud Software. 

5. Conditions.

5.1 Client will not receive any Service Level Credits under this SLA in connection with any failure or deficiency 
caused by or associated with any of the following: 

• Outages, delays, or latency elsewhere on the Internet (including but not limited upstream internet
service providers (ISPs)) that hinder access to the Cloud Software;

• Scheduled maintenance, to the extent provided herein, and emergency maintenance and upgrades;

• Domain Name Server (DNS) issues and DNS propagation outside the direct control of Ellucian;

• Browser or DNS caching that may make the production Cloud Software appear inaccessible when
others can still access it;

• False SLA breaches reported as a result of outages or errors of any Ellucian measurement system;

• File transfer, email or webmail delivery and transmission;

• Circumstances beyond Ellucian’s reasonable control;

• Any issues caused by the action of third party software, contractors, or vendors (other than third
parties authorized by Ellucian); or

• Functional Cloud Software setup, configuration, or functionality outside the scope of the Order Form.

5.2 Ellucian is not responsible for localized incidents affecting a subset of the population. Further, Ellucian is not 
responsible for intermittent availability issues such as those that cannot be documented, measured or 
repeated.  
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6. Service Level Credit Request, Payment Procedures.

6.1 As part of Ellucian’s obligation to provide the Cloud Software, Ellucian will provide oversight for monitoring 
this SLA utilizing the availability metrics information provided through the use of an industry standard 
monitoring tool (such tool will be the authoritative system for service level measurement under this SLA). 
Utilizing this output, and in order to receive a Service Level Credit, Client must make all Service Level Credit 
requests via email or Ellucian’s ticketing system.  Each Service Level Credit request in connection with this SLA 
must include Client’s account name and the dates and times of the unavailability of the production Cloud 
Software and must be received by Ellucian within thirty (30) days after such production Cloud Software was 
not available as defined herein.  If Ellucian can confirm the unavailability, and after Ellucian performs a root 
cause analysis which identifies that the production Cloud Software was the cause of the unavailability, then 
Service Level Credits will be applied within two (2) billing cycles after Ellucian’s receipt of Client’s Service Level 
Credit request. 

6.2 The Service Level Credit percentage will be based on the amount of the Cloud Software fee paid by Client for 
Cloud Software for the month being measured.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, the total 
amount credited to Client in a particular month under this SLA will in no event exceed the total Cloud Software 
fee paid by Client for such month.  Service Level Credits are exclusive of any applicable taxes charged to Client 
or collected by Ellucian.  Such Service Level Credits are Client’s sole and exclusive remedy with respect to any 
failure or deficiency in the production Cloud Software.  No Service Level Credits will be issued for non-
production environments.

4 Client is advised that, without limitation, Ellucian personnel rendering services bill for preparation time and 
follow-up time.

BACKGROUND 
The District has accumulated a considerable amount of surplus property which requires an 
auction to dispose of this property.  Legally, in order to dispose of District property, the Board 
must take action to declare any left over items as surplus prior to the auction. 

ANALYSIS 
An open house was held on February 28, 2018 for District staff to select usable items for their 
divisions or departments.  The same day, an open house was held for non-profit organizations 
and school districts to select from the remaining items per District Board Policy BP6550.  One 
(1) school district attended the preview.  Attached is a listing of all the surplus property as of
March 12, 2018.  This record will change as items continually move in and out of storage.  Also,
there are non-inventoried, miscellaneous items and e-waste that are not listed but will be sold or
disposed.

Therefore, it is recommended that The Liquidation Company (TLC) auctions off the District’s 
surplus property in accordance with the terms and conditions of the current contract.  The 
auctioneer’s commission fee is 35% of the gross sales which is competitive for off-site auctions.  
The fee from TLC includes advertising, transportation, labor and other related functions.  Their 
performance and service have been very satisfactory.  The advantages of using TLC are that they 
take the majority of our surplus property which is rare among auctioneers and they are licensed 
e-waste collectors.  The contract is good through June 30, 2018.

Following the auction, District staff shall discard any remaining surplus property.  This is in 
accordance with Board Policy BP6550 and AR6550.   

RECOMMENDATION 
It is recommended that the Board of Trustees declare the attached list of equipment as surplus 
property and to utilize The Liquidation Company to conduct an auction as presented.

subcontractors, or those of any of its officers, agents, or employees or volunteers,
whether such act is authorized by this Agreement or not; and Contractor shall pay for
any and all damage to the property of the District, or loss or theft of such property,
done or caused by such persons.

BACKGROUND 

Rancho Santiago Community College District (RSCCD) was selected to serve as the Fiscal 
Agent for the California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office’s Career Technical Education 
(CTE) Data Unlocked Initiative to support CTE program development and improvement efforts 
by providing a suite of tools, training, technical assistance and outcome and labor market data for 
the California community colleges.

 GRANT SUB-AGREEMENT BETWEEN

This grant sub-agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) is entered into on this 26th day of March, 
2018, between Rancho Santiago Community College District (hereinafter “RSCCD”) and 
Integrative Impact, LLC (hereinafter “SUBCONTRACTOR”). RSCCD and 
SUBCONTRACTOR may be referred to individually as a “Party” and collectively as the 
“Parties” in this Agreement. 

WHEREAS, RSCCD was selected to serve as the Fiscal Agent for the “CTE Data Unlocked 
Initiative,” Prime Award #15-197-001 (hereinafter “Grant”), from the California Community 
Colleges Chancellor’s Office (hereinafter “PRIME SPONSOR”), Workforce and Economic 
Development Division, to support CTE program development and improvement efforts by 
providing a suite of tools, training, technical assistance and outcome and labor market data for 
the California community colleges.   

WHEREAS, RSCCD has the right to enter into agreements with outside entities for various 
services with the approval of the Board of Trustees; and 

WHEREAS, SUBCONTRACTOR has agreed to participate in an Industry Sector Projects in 
Common (ISPIC), the Information Technology (IT) /Business Information Worker (BIW) 
Guided Pathway project, hereinafter “Project,” which is supported by Grant, according to the 
terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.   

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I 

1. Statement of Work
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to perform the work as described in the approved ISPIC
IT/BIW Guided Pathway project through the Scope of Work, Exhibit A, which by reference
is incorporated into this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all
provisions, and to perform work of the project as set forth in this Agreement and the
aforementioned Statement of Work in a professional, timely and diligent manner.

2. Period of Performance
The period of performance for this Agreement shall be from April 1, 2018 through December
31, 2018.  The end date listed for the period of performance indicates the end of the
Agreement between RSCCD and SUBCONTRACTOR.

3. Total Cost
The total cost to RSCCD for performance of this Agreement shall not exceed $100,000.00

4. Budget
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that expenditure of funds under this Agreement will be in
accordance with the Scope of Work (Exhibit A) submitted by the SUBCONTRACTOR and
approved by the PRIME SPONSOR and/or RSCCD, as appropriate, which by reference is
incorporated into this Agreement. Modifications to the budget are allowed without prior
approval, as long as the total dollar amount is not affected and the outcomes of the
Agreement will not be materially affected.

5. Matching Contribution
The funds allocated through this Agreement are considered matching funds to encourage
investment of Strong Workforce Program funds in Industry Sector Projects in Common
(ISPIC) (see Exhibit B, ISPIC memo 10/21/17). Consequently, SUBCONTRACTOR is
required to monitor and confirm that the college partners participating in the project provide
matching funds from Strong Workforce Program Local and/or Regional Share funds to
support the work of the Project. SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit documentation that this
grant requirement was met by the end of the Project.

6. Payment
A one-time payment of the total cost will be issued to SUBCONTRACTOR upon RSCCD’s
receipt of the fully executed Agreement and an invoice for payment. Payment to the
SUBCONTRACTOR will not exceed the amount listed above under Article I.3. Total Cost.

7. Invoices
One invoice is to be submitted for payment for the total cost of the Agreement. The invoice
must include the Agreement number (refer to footer), and should be submitted to the
following address:

8. Reporting
Through this Agreement SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to provide data and submit reports, if
requested and required by the PRIME SPONSOR. SUBCONTRACTOR will provide this
information to RSCCD in a timely manner.

9. Expenditure of Grant Funds
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all Grant requirements and that it is solely
responsible for the appropriate expenditure of all Grant funds received and for any
misappropriation or dis-allowment of Grant funds.

10. Independent Contractor
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that the service provided hereunder are rendered in its capacity

as an independent contractor and that it is not in any way an agent of RSCCD, nor shall its 
employees be entitled to any personnel benefits of RSCCD whatsoever. 

11. Subcontract Assignment
No subcontract or assignment shall terminate or alter the legal obligation of
SUBCONTRACTOR pursuant to this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR shall ensure that all
subcontracts for services and contracted staff are procured in a manner consistent with state
guidelines. Upon request, SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit to RSCCD copies of all sub-
contracts for services and contracted staff, and other agreements, as well as documentation
indicating the approving authority’s approval that relate to this Agreement.

12. Record Keeping
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to maintain project records for possible audit for a minimum of
three (3) years after final payment or until any audit findings have been resolved, unless a
longer period of records retention is stipulated.

13. Audit
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that RSCCD, the PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State
Audits, any other appropriate state or federal oversight agency, or their designated
representative(s), shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting
documentation pertaining to the performance of this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR
agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records during normal business hours and to
allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have information related to such
records.  Further, SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to include a similar right of RSCCD, the
PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State Audits, any other appropriate state or federal
oversight agency, or their designated representative(s) to audit records and interview staff in
any subcontract related to the performance of this Agreement.

14. Mutual Indemnification
Both Parties to this Agreement shall agree to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the other
Party, its officers, agents, employees, and volunteers, from and against all loss, cost, and
expense arising out of any liability or claim of liability, sustained or claimed to have been
sustained, arising out of activities, or the performance or nonperformance of obligations
under this Agreement, of the indemnifying Party, or those of any of its officers, agents,
employees, or volunteers.  The provisions of this Article do not apply to any damage or
losses caused solely by the negligence of the non-indemnifying party or any of its agents or
employees.

15. Termination
Either Party may terminate this Agreement, with or without cause upon thirty (30) days
written notice served upon the other Party.  Notice shall be deemed served on the date of
mailing. Upon termination, or notice thereof, the Parties agree to cooperate with one another
in the orderly transfer of contract responsibilities, records, and pertinent documents.

The obligations of RSCCD under this Agreement are contingent upon the availability of
State funds, as applicable, for the reimbursement of SUBCONTRACTOR expenditures, and
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inclusion of sufficient funds for the services hereunder in the budget approved by the 
RSCCD Board of Trustees each fiscal year this Agreement remains in effect.  In the event 
that such funding is terminated or reduced, RSCCD shall provide SUBCONTRACTOR with 
written notification of such determination. 

16. Disputes
In the event of a dispute between the Parties, the aggrieved Party shall notify the other Party
and provide a detailed description of the alleged problem. The Parties agree to use reasonable
efforts to resolve such dispute by good faith negotiations and mutual agreement. In the event
such informal resolution is not successful within a reasonable period of time, the Parties
hereby agree that such dispute will be resolved in the manner specified below.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, any dispute concerning any question arising
under this Agreement shall be decided by RSCCD and/or the PRIME SPONSOR. In such a
case, the decision shall be reduced to writing and a copy thereof shall be mailed or otherwise
furnished to SUBCONTRACTOR. The decision shall be final and conclusive unless within
thirty (30) calendar days from the mailing or delivery of such copy, RSCCD receives from
SUBCONTRACTOR a written request to appeal said decision. Pending final decision of the
appeal, SUBCONTRACTOR shall act in accordance with the written decision of RSCCD or
the PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is the final arbiter of the dispute. The handling of non-
criminal complaints, including discrimination complaints, and complaints and reports of
criminal fraud, waste and abuse shall be as prescribed by the State of California, and/or the
PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is applicable, in accordance with applicable provisions of the
Code of Federal Regulations.

17. Notices
All notices, reports and correspondence between the Parties hereto respecting this Agreement
shall be via email or deposited in the United States Mail addressed as follows:

Opportunity	
The	Business	Information	Worker	Pathway	(BIW)	defines	a	sequence	of	skills	essential	to	
entering	or	advancing	in	today’s	business	office.	Over	200,000	jobs	are	available	throughout	
California	at	any	one	time	that	match	some	level	of	the	BIW	pathway.	It	is	the	most	effective	
pathway	for	entry	level	as	well	as	stranded	or	adult	workers	looking	to	refresh	their	skill	sets	in	
a	technologically	changing	world.	Numerous	placement	agencies	and	Manpower	Inc.	endorse	it.	

CCC	Strength	
The	California	Community	College	system	and	most	colleges	already	have	many	of	the	courses	
identified	in	the	pathway.	Currently	more	than	74%	of	the	CCCs	have	self-identified	the	courses	
on	the	BIW	website.	Matching	3rd	Party	Certifications	and	some	Digital	Badges	are	aligned	with	
the	pathways	so	that	students	can	sit	for	validation	testing	and	promote	their	skills	on	their	
LinkedIn	profiles.	The	Academic	Senate	has	endorsed	the	pathway	and	is	focused	on	C-ID	
standardization	of	the	pathway	which	also	conforms	to	Guided	Pathways	principles.	

The	Challenge	
While	many	students	(approximately	110,000	statewide)	are	currently	enrolled	in	courses	
aligned	with	the	pathway,	most	of	them	don't	know	it.	Without	learning	the	value	to	their	
employment	and	future	of	the	pathway,	and	without	support	for	their	efforts,	these	students	
do	not	continue	and	represent	part	of	the	70%	of	CCC	students	that	are	only	with	the	CCCs	less	
than	a	year.	Retaining	these	students	to	complete	the	pathway	or	to	return	later	for	more	
training	will	positively	affect	their	future	and	greatly	increase	the	effective	Career	Education	
services	of	the	CCCs.	

Additionally,	prospective	students	need	to	be	‘sold’	the	value	of	the	pathway	in	order	make	the	
necessary	commitment	to	enroll	and	to	finish.	

The	Solution	
The	single	most	effective	way	to	accomplish	these	results	is	to	focus	on	regional	cohort	
recruitment	and	retention	for	the	program	at	each	college.	Currently	available	CTE	Funding	will	
be	used	to	engage	marketing	and	community	support	for	this	well-defined	and	detailed	
process.	Statewide	leadership	through	the	ICT-Digital	Media	Sector	Team	will	provide	overall	
guidance	to	the	effort.	Participating	colleges	will	commit	to	the	responsibilities	listed.	The	goal	
is	a	greater	number	of	students	completing	the	pathway	and	a	sustainable	community-based	
cohort	support	tradition	that	will	evolve	as	a	result	of	these	efforts.

 GRANT SUB-AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
RANCHO SANTIAGO COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT 

AND  
KERN COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT  

This grant sub-agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) is entered into on this 26th day of March, 
2018, between Rancho Santiago Community College District (hereinafter “RSCCD”) and Kern 
Community College District (hereinafter “SUBCONTRACTOR”), on behalf of the Bakersfield 
College. RSCCD and SUBCONTRACTOR may be referred to individually as a “Party” and 
collectively as the “Parties” in this Agreement. 

WHEREAS, RSCCD was selected to serve as the Fiscal Agent for the “CTE Data Unlocked 
Initiative,” Prime Award #15-197-001 (hereinafter “Grant”), from the California Community 
Colleges Chancellor’s Office (hereinafter “PRIME SPONSOR”), Workforce and Economic 
Development Division, to support CTE program development and improvement efforts by 
providing a suite of tools, training, technical assistance and outcome and labor market data for 
the California community colleges.   

WHEREAS, RSCCD has the right to enter into agreements with outside entities for various 
services with the approval of the Board of Trustees; and 

WHEREAS, SUBCONTRACTOR has agreed to participate in an Industry Sector Projects in 
Common (ISPIC), the Agriculture Business Microsoft Specialist Certification project, 
hereinafter “Project,” which is supported by Grant, according to the terms and conditions 
hereinafter set forth. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I 

1. Statement of Work
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to perform the work as described in the approved ISPIC
Agricultural Business Microsoft Specialist Certification project (i.e., Exhibit A-Scope of
Work), which by reference is incorporated into this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR agrees
to comply with all provisions, and to perform work of the project as set forth in this
Agreement and the aforementioned Scope of Work in a professional, timely and diligent
manner

2. Period of Performance
The period of performance for this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2018 through
December 31, 2018.  The end date listed for the period of performance indicates the end of
the Agreement between RSCCD and SUBCONTRACTOR. However, the PRIME
SPONSOR allows the SUBCONTRACTOR to continue to use funds to implement the
project until June 30, 2019.
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3. Total Cost
The total cost to RSCCD for performance of this Agreement shall not exceed $20,000.00
USD.

4. Budget
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that expenditure of funds under this Agreement will be in
accordance with the Scope of Work (Exhibit A) approved by the PRIME SPONSOR and/or
RSCCD, as appropriate, which by reference is incorporated into this Agreement.
Modifications to the budget are allowed without prior approval, as long as the total dollar
amount is not affected and the outcomes of the Agreement will not be materially affected.

5. Matching Contribution
The funds allocated through this Agreement are considered matching funds to encourage
investment of Strong Workforce Program funds in Industry Sector Projects in Common
(ISPIC) (see Exhibit B, ISPIC memo 10/21/17). Consequently, SUBCONTRACTOR is
required to expend at least an equal amount of funds (see 3. Total Cost) from Strong
Workforce Program Local and/or Regional Share funds that support the work of the Project.
SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit documentation that this grant requirement was met by the
end of the Project.

6. Payment
A one-time payment of the total cost will be issued to SUBCONTRACTOR upon RSCCD’s
receipt of the fully executed Agreement and an invoice for payment. Payment to the
SUBCONTRACTOR will not exceed the amount listed above under Article I.3. Total Cost.

7. Invoices
One invoice is to be submitted for payment for the total cost of the Agreement. The invoice
must include the Agreement number (refer to footer), and should be submitted to the
following address:

8. Reporting
Through this Agreement SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to provide data and submit reports, if
requested and required by the PRIME SPONSOR. SUBCONTRACTOR will provide this
information to RSCCD in a timely manner.

9. Expenditure of Grant Funds
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all Grant requirements and that it is solely
responsible for the appropriate expenditure of all Grant funds received and for any
misappropriation or dis-allowment of Grant funds.
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10. Independent Contractor
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that the service provided hereunder are rendered in its capacity
as an independent contractor and that it is not in any way an agent of RSCCD, nor shall its
employees be entitled to any personnel benefits of RSCCD whatsoever.

11. Subcontract Assignment
No subcontract or assignment shall terminate or alter the legal obligation of
SUBCONTRACTOR pursuant to this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR shall ensure that all
subcontracts for services and contracted staff are procured in a manner consistent with state
guidelines. Upon request, SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit to RSCCD copies of all sub-
contracts for services and contracted staff, and other agreements, as well as documentation
indicating the approving authority’s approval that relate to this Agreement.

12. Record Keeping
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to maintain project records for possible audit for a minimum of
three (3) years after final payment or until any audit findings have been resolved, unless a
longer period of records retention is stipulated.

13. Audit
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that RSCCD, the PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State
Audits, any other appropriate state or federal oversight agency, or their designated
representative(s), shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting
documentation pertaining to the performance of this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR
agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records during normal business hours and to
allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have information related to such
records.  Further, SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to include a similar right of RSCCD, the
PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State Audits, any other appropriate state or federal
oversight agency, or their designated representative(s) to audit records and interview staff in
any subcontract related to the performance of this Agreement.

14. Mutual Indemnification
Both Parties to this Agreement shall agree to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the other
Party, its officers, agents, employees, and volunteers, from and against all loss, cost, and
expense arising out of any liability or claim of liability, sustained or claimed to have been
sustained, arising out of activities, or the performance or nonperformance of obligations
under this Agreement, of the indemnifying Party, or those of any of its officers, agents,
employees, or volunteers.  The provisions of this Article do not apply to any damage or
losses caused solely by the negligence of the non-indemnifying party or any of its agents or
employees.

15. Termination
Either Party may terminate this Agreement, with or without cause upon thirty (30) days
written notice served upon the other Party.  Notice shall be deemed served on the date of
mailing. Upon termination, or notice thereof, the Parties agree to cooperate with one another
in the orderly transfer of contract responsibilities, records, and pertinent documents.
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The obligations of RSCCD under this Agreement are contingent upon the availability of 
State funds, as applicable, for the reimbursement of SUBCONTRACTOR expenditures, and 
inclusion of sufficient funds for the services hereunder in the budget approved by the 
RSCCD Board of Trustees each fiscal year this Agreement remains in effect.  In the event 
that such funding is terminated or reduced, RSCCD shall provide SUBCONTRACTOR with 
written notification of such determination. 

16. Disputes
In the event of a dispute between the Parties, the aggrieved Party shall notify the other Party
and provide a detailed description of the alleged problem. The Parties agree to use reasonable
efforts to resolve such dispute by good faith negotiations and mutual agreement. In the event
such informal resolution is not successful within a reasonable period of time, the Parties
hereby agree that such dispute will be resolved in the manner specified below.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, any dispute concerning any question arising
under this Agreement shall be decided by RSCCD and/or the PRIME SPONSOR. In such a
case, the decision shall be reduced to writing and a copy thereof shall be mailed or otherwise
furnished to SUBCONTRACTOR. The decision shall be final and conclusive unless within
thirty (30) calendar days from the mailing or delivery of such copy, RSCCD receives from
SUBCONTRACTOR a written request to appeal said decision. Pending final decision of the
appeal, SUBCONTRACTOR shall act in accordance with the written decision of RSCCD or
the PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is the final arbiter of the dispute. The handling of non-
criminal complaints, including discrimination complaints, and complaints and reports of
criminal fraud, waste and abuse shall be as prescribed by the State of California, and/or the
PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is applicable, in accordance with applicable provisions of the
Code of Federal Regulations.

17. Notices

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 GRANT SUB-AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
RANCHO SANTIAGO COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT 

AND  
SAN FRANCISCO COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT  

This grant sub-agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) is entered into on this 26th day of March, 
2018, between Rancho Santiago Community College District (hereinafter “RSCCD”) and San 
Francisco Community College District (hereinafter “SUBCONTRACTOR”), on behalf of the 
City College of San Francisco. RSCCD and SUBCONTRACTOR may be referred to 
individually as a “Party” and collectively as the “Parties” in this Agreement. 

WHEREAS, RSCCD was selected to serve as the Fiscal Agent for the “CTE Data Unlocked 
Initiative,” Prime Award #15-197-001 (hereinafter “Grant”), from the California Community 
Colleges Chancellor’s Office (hereinafter “PRIME SPONSOR”), Workforce and Economic 
Development Division, to support CTE program development and improvement efforts by 
providing a suite of tools, training, technical assistance and outcome and labor market data for 
the California community colleges.   

WHEREAS, RSCCD has the right to enter into agreements with outside entities for various 
services with the approval of the Board of Trustees; and 

WHEREAS, SUBCONTRACTOR has agreed to participate in an Industry Sector Projects in 
Common (ISPIC), the Biotechnology-Supply Chain project, hereinafter “Project,” which is 
supported by Grant, according to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I 

1. Statement of Work
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to perform the work as described in the approved ISPIC
Biotechnology-Supply Chain project (i.e., Exhibit A-Scope of Work), which by reference is
incorporated into this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all
provisions, and to perform work of the project as set forth in this Agreement and the
aforementioned Scope of Work in a professional, timely and diligent manner

2. Period of Performance
The period of performance for this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2018 through
December 31, 2018.  The end date listed for the period of performance indicates the end of
the Agreement between RSCCD and SUBCONTRACTOR. However, the PRIME
SPONSOR allows the SUBCONTRACTOR to continue to use funds to implement the
project until June 30, 2019.

3. Total Cost
The total cost to RSCCD for performance of this Agreement shall not exceed $7,750.00
USD.
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4. Budget
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that expenditure of funds under this Agreement will be in
accordance with the Scope of Work (Exhibit A) approved by the PRIME SPONSOR and/or
RSCCD, as appropriate, which by reference is incorporated into this Agreement.
Modifications to the budget are allowed without prior approval, as long as the total dollar
amount is not affected and the outcomes of the Agreement will not be materially affected.

5. Matching Contribution
The funds allocated through this Agreement are considered matching funds to encourage
investment of Strong Workforce Program funds in Industry Sector Projects in Common
(ISPIC) (see Exhibit B, ISPIC memo 10/21/17). Consequently, SUBCONTRACTOR is
required to expend at least an equal amount of funds (see 3. Total Cost) from Strong
Workforce Program Local and/or Regional Share funds that support the work of the Project.
SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit documentation that this grant requirement was met by the
end of the Project.

6. Payment
A one-time payment of the total cost will be issued to SUBCONTRACTOR upon RSCCD’s
receipt of the fully executed Agreement and an invoice for payment. Payment to the
SUBCONTRACTOR will not exceed the amount listed above under Article I.3. Total Cost.

7. Invoices
One invoice is to be submitted for payment for the total cost of the Agreement. The invoice
must include the Agreement number (refer to footer), and should be submitted to the
following address:

8. Reporting
Through this Agreement SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to provide data and submit reports, if
requested and required by the PRIME SPONSOR. SUBCONTRACTOR will provide this
information to RSCCD in a timely manner.

9. Expenditure of Grant Funds
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all Grant requirements and that it is solely
responsible for the appropriate expenditure of all Grant funds received and for any
misappropriation or dis-allowment of Grant funds.
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10. Independent Contractor
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that the service provided hereunder are rendered in its capacity
as an independent contractor and that it is not in any way an agent of RSCCD, nor shall its
employees be entitled to any personnel benefits of RSCCD whatsoever.

11. Subcontract Assignment
No subcontract or assignment shall terminate or alter the legal obligation of
SUBCONTRACTOR pursuant to this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR shall ensure that all
subcontracts for services and contracted staff are procured in a manner consistent with state
guidelines. Upon request, SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit to RSCCD copies of all sub-
contracts for services and contracted staff, and other agreements, as well as documentation
indicating the approving authority’s approval that relate to this Agreement.

12. Record Keeping
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to maintain project records for possible audit for a minimum of
three (3) years after final payment or until any audit findings have been resolved, unless a
longer period of records retention is stipulated.

13. Audit
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that RSCCD, the PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State
Audits, any other appropriate state or federal oversight agency, or their designated
representative(s), shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting
documentation pertaining to the performance of this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR
agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records during normal business hours and to
allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have information related to such
records.  Further, SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to include a similar right of RSCCD, the
PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State Audits, any other appropriate state or federal
oversight agency, or their designated representative(s) to audit records and interview staff in
any subcontract related to the performance of this Agreement.

14. Mutual Indemnification
Both Parties to this Agreement shall agree to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the other
Party, its officers, agents, employees, and volunteers, from and against all loss, cost, and
expense arising out of any liability or claim of liability, sustained or claimed to have been
sustained, arising out of activities, or the performance or nonperformance of obligations
under this Agreement, of the indemnifying Party, or those of any of its officers, agents,
employees, or volunteers.  The provisions of this Article do not apply to any damage or
losses caused solely by the negligence of the non-indemnifying party or any of its agents or
employees.

15. Termination
Either Party may terminate this Agreement, with or without cause upon thirty (30) days
written notice served upon the other Party.  Notice shall be deemed served on the date of
mailing. Upon termination, or notice thereof, the Parties agree to cooperate with one another
in the orderly transfer of contract responsibilities, records, and pertinent documents.
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The obligations of RSCCD under this Agreement are contingent upon the availability of 
State funds, as applicable, for the reimbursement of SUBCONTRACTOR expenditures, and 
inclusion of sufficient funds for the services hereunder in the budget approved by the 
RSCCD Board of Trustees each fiscal year this Agreement remains in effect.  In the event 
that such funding is terminated or reduced, RSCCD shall provide SUBCONTRACTOR with 
written notification of such determination. 

16. Disputes
In the event of a dispute between the Parties, the aggrieved Party shall notify the other Party
and provide a detailed description of the alleged problem. The Parties agree to use reasonable
efforts to resolve such dispute by good faith negotiations and mutual agreement. In the event
such informal resolution is not successful within a reasonable period of time, the Parties
hereby agree that such dispute will be resolved in the manner specified below.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, any dispute concerning any question arising
under this Agreement shall be decided by RSCCD and/or the PRIME SPONSOR. In such a
case, the decision shall be reduced to writing and a copy thereof shall be mailed or otherwise
furnished to SUBCONTRACTOR. The decision shall be final and conclusive unless within
thirty (30) calendar days from the mailing or delivery of such copy, RSCCD receives from
SUBCONTRACTOR a written request to appeal said decision. Pending final decision of the
appeal, SUBCONTRACTOR shall act in accordance with the written decision of RSCCD or
the PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is the final arbiter of the dispute. The handling of non-
criminal complaints, including discrimination complaints, and complaints and reports of
criminal fraud, waste and abuse shall be as prescribed by the State of California, and/or the
PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is applicable, in accordance with applicable provisions of the
Code of Federal Regulations.

WHAT NEEDS MOTIVATE THIS PROJECT AND HOW WILL THE PROJECT ADDRESS THESE NEEDS?  
Employers have identi�ed quality and regulatory positions as hard to �ll throughout the state. Life sciences/biotechnology industries that are regulated by the FDA include food, drugs,
medical devices, diagnostics, biologic, and nutritional supplements. The FDA regulates more than $1 trillion of consumer goods or about 25% of consumer expenditures in the United
States. This includes $466 billion in food sales, $275 billion in drugs, $60 billion in cosmetics, and $18 billion in vitamin supplements.1 The California Biomedical 2015 Industry Report
produced by the California Health Institute (CHI) included a letter from California Governor Jerry Brown stating that, “California leads the nation in the biomedical industry, supporting
highly skilled and well-paying jobs in communities across the state.…. Last year, California enacted several laws to strengthen our life sciences community and maintain our competitive
position, including AB 93 and SB 90, which made targeted investments in the sector… The State of California is committed to supporting innovation and fostering the biomedical industry. I
look forward to continuing to work with leaders from companies and research institutions throughout the state to �nd solutions that advance new medical technologies, strengthen our
economy and contribute to a healthier society.” Data in the 2015 CHI Industry Report supports Governor Brown’s statements and commitment to the growing biomedical industry: • $101
billion in total revenues • $27.4 billion in total wages • $3.8 billion in venture capital investment In 2013 California’s biomedical industry employed more than 270,000 people, with an
average salary of $101,540. California’s biomedical exports in 2013 increased to $22.2 billion from $20.9 billion in 2012. The economic impact of the life sciences goes far beyond the
companies that develop drugs, devices and diagnostics. Hundreds of thousands more Californians such as those working in real estate or as patent agents, support the sector. As a result,
the Life Sciences Sector is a key factor in sustaining economic growth and manufacturing throughout California. Workforce Gap: Regulatory and Quality Assurance/Control Professionals
The Life Sciences Industry/Biotechnology Subsectors share a common need: to comply with FDA regulations. These regulations are a set of quality procedures, called collectively GxPs:
Good Manufacturing Practices, Good Laboratory Practices, Good Clinical Practices, and Good Documentation Practices. GxPs are the essence of quality systems and regulatory practices
that are essential to the economic health of the industry. Without a trained core workforce, companies cannot thrive in California. Regulatory/quality affairs professionals have the GxP
skills and knowledge to help companies comply with FDA regulations and those of other accrediting bodies (e.g., International Organization for Standardization-ISO). Failure to adequately
comply with the complex regulatory and quality standards results in costly recalls and consent decrees that will collapse the infrastructure of a company, not to mention the impact on
human health and safety. Managing and ensuring quality is crucial for business integrity. Employees who address quality control (product based) or quality assurance (process based)
reduce risk, save costly replacement of goods, and maintain customer satisfaction. Regulatory/quality affairs professionals come from diverse backgrounds. Although most have earned a
Bachelor's Degree in a STEM �eld, they were not prepared for these jobs in their degree programs. Most earned their positions through years of internal on the job training opportunities.
According to Rx Research Services Inc., "Companies turn to recruiters for hard to �ll quality and regulatory positions. They are looking for a mix of on the job experience and a body of
regulatory knowledge which is missing in most recent grads. Companies do this because they do not want to risk the fate of their company to an inexperienced team." As a result, this
workforce is extremely hard to �nd; companies often hire by recruiting or ‘stealing ‘employees from each other. Adding to this workforce gap is an evolving regulatory landscape as new
technologies come online. For example, in 2011, the federal government enacted into law the Food Safety Modernization Act (FSMA). The FDA began enforcement of FSMA on Oct. 1, 2015
causing food and nutraceutical/vitamin companies to scramble to build a quality regulatory workforce. As life sciences/biotechnology innovative products evolve, so will the ever
expanding regulatory landscape. The Training Gap: Why It Exists and How It Will Be Addressed The Life Sciences Sector is experiencing what recruiters call Structural Unemployment,
which happens when the skills possessed by the unemployed or underemployed worker do not match the requirements of the job postings. In spite of the clamor for STEM professionals,
a close look by the US Census Bureau2, �nds that many individuals with STEM degrees are not currently employed in their �eld of study. In fact, many have trouble �nding entry level
work. Shockingly, only 14% of bachelor’s degree holders in the biological sciences are working in their �eld of study. Typically two-year and four-year colleges do not introduce the idea of
quality/regulatory careers and have no curriculum or work experience programs to �ll this gap. The reason so many individuals with a STEM background are lacking quality and regulatory
knowledge and skills is because most STEM programs are taught from a research perspective, which demonstrates proof of concept, rather than a quality and regulatory perspective,
which demonstrates compliance. Most instructors have been trained in a research environment and have never worked in an industry setting or been exposed to quality and regulatory, so
they do not think in those terms, and do not teach quality and regulatory to their students. Supply Chain Multi-Region Projects in Common addresses this gap in several ways by offering:
• Regulatory training for instructors. • Opportunities for instructors to do industry externships – experiences in companies where instructors learn about regulatory within the job settings
where their students will be working. • Curriculum development support to allow instructors to create new regulatory courses or add regulatory modules to existing courses. • Workshops
and curriculum that instructors can use as a recruiting tool to introduce college and high school students to biotechnology. • Opportunities for instructors to design and/or implement
courses, modules, or workshops in which the students apply industry-relevant biotech lab skills under regulatory conditions to produce products such as plates, reagents, or slides that
will be used by students in other college or high school classes (supply chain). The Supply Chain Multi-Region Projects in Common is designed to help instructors teach the high-demand
industry skills (quality and regulatory) to their students that will help their students get jobs in their �eld of study and at the same time address the employment gap. 1 Gardiner Harris

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Investment Plan
The Supply Chain Multi-Regional Project invests in colleges by helping faculty sustainably embed curriculum into their Biotechnology programs that will provide students with high-
demand entry-level skills that align with employer need, speci�cally Quality and Regulatory skills needed to manufacture products. This project leverages best practices used at Skyline
College, Ohlone College, Laney College, and San Diego Miramar College, as well as other colleges that have applied Strong Workforce funds to teach quality and regulatory skills. Best
practices will be scaled up in programs at colleges throughout the state. The funds will provide support to colleges for professional development, including faculty training and industry
externships, curriculum development, and course development. Since most science faculty are educated in a research environment rather than a quality/regulatory environment, it’s often
dif�cult for those faculty to effectively teach the detail-oriented quality/regulatory skills to their students, and those activities are often skipped. By participating in quality/regulatory
training and also having the opportunity to become CQIA certi�ed, faculty will embed quality/regulatory into their curriculum. Several colleges have requested that most or all of their
Biotechnology faculty are CQIA-trained, which will expose their students to quality/regulatory in more Biotechnology classes and reinforce those skills. Since most faculty have not worked
in an industry setting, industry externships provide faculty with a unique opportunity to learn exactly what’s expected of the students they are training. The experience helps faculty build
those expectations into their curriculum so that their students are better prepared. The funds will also provide support that enables students to do supply chain activities, those activities
in which the students manufacture products such as reagents and plates under quality/regulatory guidelines that are in turn used in other Biotechnology and Biology labs. Those products
also get distributed to local high schools where they are used in Biotechnology labs by hundreds of high school students at huge cost-savings to the high schools in addition to exposing
high school students to Biotechnology opportunities at the local Community Colleges. This project is expected to improve enrollment, completion of certi�cates, and employment in a job
closely related to their �eld of study. The high industry demand for entry-level employees with quality/regulatory skills means that more students will enroll in and complete Biotech
programs that will qualify them for good-paying industry jobs.

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 GRANT SUB-AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
RANCHO SANTIAGO COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT

This grant sub-agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) is entered into on this 26th day of March, 
2018, between Rancho Santiago Community College District (hereinafter “RSCCD”) and Contra 
Costa Community College District (hereinafter “SUBCONTRACTOR”), on behalf of Contra 
Costa College. RSCCD and SUBCONTRACTOR may be referred to individually as a “Party” 
and collectively as the “Parties” in this Agreement. 

WHEREAS, RSCCD was selected to serve as the Fiscal Agent for the “CTE Data Unlocked 
Initiative,” Prime Award #15-197-001 (hereinafter “Grant”), from the California Community 
Colleges Chancellor’s Office (hereinafter “PRIME SPONSOR”), Workforce and Economic 
Development Division, to support CTE program development and improvement efforts by 
providing a suite of tools, training, technical assistance and outcome and labor market data for 
the California community colleges.   

WHEREAS, RSCCD has the right to enter into agreements with outside entities for various 
services with the approval of the Board of Trustees; and 

WHEREAS, SUBCONTRACTOR has agreed to participate in an Industry Sector Projects in 
Common (ISPIC), the Biotechnology-Supply Chain project, hereinafter “Project,” which is 
supported by Grant, according to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I 

1. Statement of Work
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to perform the work as described in the approved ISPIC
Biotechnology-Supply Chain project (i.e., Exhibit A-Scope of Work), which by reference is
incorporated into this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all
provisions, and to perform work of the project as set forth in this Agreement and the
aforementioned Scope of Work in a professional, timely and diligent manner.

2. Period of Performance
The period of performance for this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2018 through
December 31, 2018.  The end date listed for the period of performance indicates the end of
the Agreement between RSCCD and SUBCONTRACTOR. However, the PRIME
SPONSOR allows the SUBCONTRACTOR to continue to use funds to implement the
project until June 30, 2019.

3. Total Cost
The total cost to RSCCD for performance of this Agreement shall not exceed $19,800.00
USD.
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4. Budget
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that expenditure of funds under this Agreement will be in
accordance with the Scope of Work (Exhibit A) approved by the PRIME SPONSOR and/or
RSCCD, as appropriate, which by reference is incorporated into this Agreement.
Modifications to the budget are allowed without prior approval, as long as the total dollar
amount is not affected and the outcomes of the Agreement will not be materially affected.

5. Matching Contribution
The funds allocated through this Agreement are considered matching funds to encourage
investment of Strong Workforce Program funds in Industry Sector Projects in Common
(ISPIC) (see Exhibit B, ISPIC memo 10/21/17). Consequently, SUBCONTRACTOR is
required to expend at least an equal amount of funds (see 3. Total Cost) from Strong
Workforce Program Local and/or Regional Share funds that support the work of the Project.
SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit documentation that this grant requirement was met by the
end of the Project.

6. Payment
A one-time payment of the total cost will be issued to SUBCONTRACTOR upon RSCCD’s
receipt of the fully executed Agreement and an invoice for payment. Payment to the
SUBCONTRACTOR will not exceed the amount listed above under Article I.3. Total Cost.

7. Invoices
One invoice is to be submitted for payment for the total cost of the Agreement. The invoice
must include the Agreement number (refer to footer), and should be submitted to the
following address:

8. Reporting
Through this Agreement SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to provide data and submit reports, if
requested and required by the PRIME SPONSOR. SUBCONTRACTOR will provide this
information to RSCCD in a timely manner.

9. Expenditure of Grant Funds
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all Grant requirements and that it is solely
responsible for the appropriate expenditure of all Grant funds received and for any
misappropriation or dis-allowment of Grant funds.

10. Independent Contractor
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that the service provided hereunder are rendered in its capacity
as an independent contractor and that it is not in any way an agent of RSCCD, nor shall its
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employees be entitled to any personnel benefits of RSCCD whatsoever. 

11. Subcontract Assignment
No subcontract or assignment shall terminate or alter the legal obligation of
SUBCONTRACTOR pursuant to this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR shall ensure that all
subcontracts for services and contracted staff are procured in a manner consistent with state
guidelines. Upon request, SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit to RSCCD copies of all sub-
contracts for services and contracted staff, and other agreements, as well as documentation
indicating the approving authority’s approval that relate to this Agreement.

12. Record Keeping
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to maintain project records for possible audit for a minimum of
three (3) years after final payment or until any audit findings have been resolved, unless a
longer period of records retention is stipulated.

13. Audit
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that RSCCD, the PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State
Audits, any other appropriate state or federal oversight agency, or their designated
representative(s), shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting
documentation pertaining to the performance of this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR
agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records during normal business hours and to
allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have information related to such
records.  Further, SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to include a similar right of RSCCD, the
PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State Audits, any other appropriate state or federal
oversight agency, or their designated representative(s) to audit records and interview staff in
any subcontract related to the performance of this Agreement.

14. Mutual Indemnification
Both Parties to this Agreement shall agree to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the other
Party, its officers, agents, employees, and volunteers, from and against all loss, cost, and
expense arising out of any liability or claim of liability, sustained or claimed to have been
sustained, arising out of activities, or the performance or nonperformance of obligations
under this Agreement, of the indemnifying Party, or those of any of its officers, agents,
employees, or volunteers.  The provisions of this Article do not apply to any damage or
losses caused solely by the negligence of the non-indemnifying party or any of its agents or
employees.

15. Termination
Either Party may terminate this Agreement, with or without cause upon thirty (30) days
written notice served upon the other Party.  Notice shall be deemed served on the date of
mailing. Upon termination, or notice thereof, the Parties agree to cooperate with one another
in the orderly transfer of contract responsibilities, records, and pertinent documents.

The obligations of RSCCD under this Agreement are contingent upon the availability of
State funds, as applicable, for the reimbursement of SUBCONTRACTOR expenditures, and
inclusion of sufficient funds for the services hereunder in the budget approved by the
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RSCCD Board of Trustees each fiscal year this Agreement remains in effect.  In the event 
that such funding is terminated or reduced, RSCCD shall provide SUBCONTRACTOR with 
written notification of such determination. 

16. Disputes
In the event of a dispute between the Parties, the aggrieved Party shall notify the other Party
and provide a detailed description of the alleged problem. The Parties agree to use reasonable
efforts to resolve such dispute by good faith negotiations and mutual agreement. In the event
such informal resolution is not successful within a reasonable period of time, the Parties
hereby agree that such dispute will be resolved in the manner specified below.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, any dispute concerning any question arising
under this Agreement shall be decided by RSCCD and/or the PRIME SPONSOR. In such a
case, the decision shall be reduced to writing and a copy thereof shall be mailed or otherwise
furnished to SUBCONTRACTOR. The decision shall be final and conclusive unless within
thirty (30) calendar days from the mailing or delivery of such copy, RSCCD receives from
SUBCONTRACTOR a written request to appeal said decision. Pending final decision of the
appeal, SUBCONTRACTOR shall act in accordance with the written decision of RSCCD or
the PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is the final arbiter of the dispute. The handling of non-
criminal complaints, including discrimination complaints, and complaints and reports of
criminal fraud, waste and abuse shall be as prescribed by the State of California, and/or the
PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is applicable, in accordance with applicable provisions of the
Code of Federal Regulations.

Development Division, to support CTE program development and improvement efforts by 
providing a suite of tools, training, technical assistance and outcome and labor market data for 
the California community colleges.   

WHEREAS, RSCCD has the right to enter into agreements with outside entities for various 
services with the approval of the Board of Trustees; and 

WHEREAS, SUBCONTRACTOR has agreed to participate in an Industry Sector Projects in 
Common (ISPIC), the Biotechnology-Supply Chain project, hereinafter “Project,” which is 
supported by Grant, according to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I 

1. Statement of Work
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to perform the work as described in the approved ISPIC
Biotechnology-Supply Chain project (i.e., Exhibit A-Scope of Work), which by reference is
incorporated into this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all
provisions, and to perform work of the project as set forth in this Agreement and the
aforementioned Scope of Work in a professional, timely and diligent manner.

3. Total Cost

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4. Budget
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that expenditure of funds under this Agreement will be in
accordance with the Scope of Work (Exhibit A) approved by the PRIME SPONSOR and/or
RSCCD, as appropriate, which by reference is incorporated into this Agreement.
Modifications to the budget are allowed without prior approval, as long as the total dollar
amount is not affected and the outcomes of the Agreement will not be materially affected.

5. Matching Contribution
The funds allocated through this Agreement are considered matching funds to encourage
investment of Strong Workforce Program funds in Industry Sector Projects in Common
(ISPIC) (see Exhibit B, ISPIC memo 10/21/17). Consequently, SUBCONTRACTOR is
required to expend at least an equal amount of funds (see 3. Total Cost) from Strong
Workforce Program Local and/or Regional Share funds that support the work of the Project.
SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit documentation that this grant requirement was met by the
end of the Project.

6. Payment
A one-time payment of the total cost will be issued to SUBCONTRACTOR upon RSCCD’s
receipt of the fully executed Agreement and an invoice for payment.

SUBCONTRACTOR shall ensure that all
subcontracts for services and contracted staff are procured in a manner consistent with state
guidelines. Upon request, SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit to RSCCD copies of all sub-
contracts for services and contracted staff, and other agreements, as well as documentation
indicating the approving authority’s approval that relate to this Agreement.

12. Record Keeping
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to maintain project records for possible audit for a minimum of
three (3) years after final payment or until any audit findings have been resolved, unless a
longer period of records retention is stipulated.

13. Audit
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that RSCCD, the PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State
Audits, any other appropriate state or federal oversight agency, or their designated
representative(s), shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting
documentation pertaining to the performance of this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR
agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records during normal business hours and to
allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have information related to such
records.

4. Budget
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that expenditure of funds under this Agreement will be in
accordance with the Scope of Work (Exhibit A) approved by the PRIME SPONSOR and/or
RSCCD, as appropriate, which by reference is incorporated into this Agreement.

Consequently, SUBCONTRACTOR is
required to expend at least an equal amount of funds (see 3. Total Cost) from Strong
Workforce Program Local and/or Regional Share funds that support the work of the Project.
SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit documentation that this grant requirement was met by the
end of the Project.

6. Payment

Through this Agreement SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to provide data and submit reports, if
requested and required by the PRIME SPONSOR. SUBCONTRACTOR will provide this
information to RSCCD in a timely manner.

9. Expenditure of Grant Funds
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all Grant requirements and that it is solely
responsible for the appropriate expenditure of all Grant funds received and for any
misappropriation or dis-allowment of Grant funds.

10. Independent Contractor
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that the service provided hereunder are rendered in its capacity

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employees be entitled to any personnel benefits of RSCCD whatsoever. 

11. Subcontract Assignment
No subcontract or assignment shall terminate or alter the legal obligation of
SUBCONTRACTOR pursuant to this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR shall ensure that all
subcontracts for services and contracted staff are procured in a manner consistent with state
guidelines. Upon request, SUBCONTRACTOR shall submit to RSCCD copies of all sub-
contracts for services and contracted staff, and other agreements, as well as documentation
indicating the approving authority’s approval that relate to this Agreement.

12. Record Keeping
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to maintain project records for possible audit for a minimum of
three (3) years after final payment or until any audit findings have been resolved, unless a
longer period of records retention is stipulated.

13. Audit
SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that RSCCD, the PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State
Audits, any other appropriate state or federal oversight agency, or their designated
representative(s), shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting
documentation pertaining to the performance of this Agreement.  SUBCONTRACTOR
agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records during normal business hours and to
allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have information related to such
records.  Further, SUBCONTRACTOR agrees to include a similar right of RSCCD, the
PRIME SPONSOR, the Bureau of State Audits, any other appropriate state or federal
oversight agency, or their designated representative(s) to audit records and interview staff in
any subcontract related to the performance of this Agreement.

14. Mutual Indemnification
Both Parties to this Agreement shall agree to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the other
Party, its officers, agents, employees, and volunteers, from and against all loss, cost, and
expense arising out of any liability or claim of liability, sustained or claimed to have been
sustained, arising out of activities, or the performance or nonperformance of obligations
under this Agreement, of the indemnifying Party, or those of any of its officers, agents,
employees, or volunteers.  The provisions of this Article do not apply to any damage or
losses caused solely by the negligence of the non-indemnifying party or any of its agents or
employees.

15. Termination
Either Party may terminate this Agreement, with or without cause upon thirty (30) days
written notice served upon the other Party.  Notice shall be deemed served on the date of
mailing. Upon termination, or notice thereof, the Parties agree to cooperate with one another
in the orderly transfer of contract responsibilities, records, and pertinent documents.

The obligations of RSCCD under this Agreement are contingent upon the availability of
State funds, as applicable, for the reimbursement of SUBCONTRACTOR expenditures, and
inclusion of sufficient funds for the services hereunder in the budget approved by the
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RSCCD Board of Trustees each fiscal year this Agreement remains in effect.  In the event 
that such funding is terminated or reduced, RSCCD shall provide SUBCONTRACTOR with 
written notification of such determination. 

16. Disputes

furnished to SUBCONTRACTOR. The decision shall be final and conclusive unless within
thirty (30) calendar days from the mailing or delivery of such copy, RSCCD receives from
SUBCONTRACTOR a written request to appeal said decision. Pending final decision of the
appeal, SUBCONTRACTOR shall act in accordance with the written decision of RSCCD or
the PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is the final arbiter of the dispute. The handling of non-
criminal complaints, including discrimination complaints, and complaints and reports of
criminal fraud, waste and abuse shall be as prescribed by the State of California, and/or the
PRIME SPONSOR, whichever is applicable, in accordance with applicable provisions of the
Code of Federal Regulations.

The Board Safety Committee met on November 29, 2017 and reviewed BP 7600 – Campus 
Security Officers.  Chief Toni Bland recommended changes to the policy based on the board’s 
decision to transition to an armed non-sworn security department.  The Committee approved the 
recommended revisions and forwarded to the Board Policy Committee.  The Board Policy 
Committee has not had occasion to meet.  Because the policy has been reviewed by the Board 
Safety & Security Committee and the district currently has armed security officers, it was 
decided that to facilitate the update of this policy in a timely manner.  The policy was presented 
to the board for a first reading on March 12, 2018 and is now presented for adoption. 

ANALYSIS 

The District subscribes to the Policy and Procedure Service of the Community College League of 
California (CCLC).  This service provides the district with model board policies, which comply 
with state law, Title 5 regulations and address the relevant accreditation standards.  CCLC 
provides the District with semi-annual updates to these policies, which reflect recent changes in 
law, state regulations and accreditation standards.  Meetings of the Board Safety & Security 
Committee are noticed per the Brown Act and open to the public.  Those interested in this policy 
had the opportunity to speak on it at the November 29, 2017 meeting.  The Board Safety & 
Security Committee is recommending the attached policy be updated to reflect changes in district 
policy.

The District shall employ campus security officers, who shall provide services as security guards, or patrol 
persons on or about the facilities owned or operated by the District.  Their duties include, but are not limited 
to protecting persons or property, preventing the theft of District property, and reporting any unlawful 
activity to the District and local law enforcement. 

The Chancellor shall establish district safety policies and procedures necessary for administration of campus 
security.  In addition, the Chancellor shall enter into agreements with local law enforcement, which includes 
that campus security officers shall cooperate with local law enforcement in performing their duties. 

Every campus security officer who works more than twenty hours per week shall complete a course of 
training developed by the Bureau of Security and Investigative Services of the Department of Consumer 
Affairs as required by Education Code Section 72330.5 (b).  If an officer is required to carry a firearm, he or 
she shall satisfy the training requirements of statutory law, including section 832 of the Penal Code and 
section 7583.5 of the Business and Professions Code.
