Dee believes that we will be able to fill the spaces that
were created by the state budget reductions.

| am happy to report that the Matt Johnson (PLA) lawsuit is finally over. The U.S. Supreme Court refused
to hear the case and as a result, we have received a payment of $5,246.66 from the plaintiffs to
reimburse our allowable costs. The matter is now closed.

We received the insurance invoices from ASCIP for 2011-12 and I'm pleased that our experience
modification for liability coverage remains at 0.65, which means that we only pay 65% of the premium
rate. That alone reduced our annual cost by $155,723. In addition, we received a premium rebate for
workers’ compensation coverage of $193,602. | conferred with Peter and we have deposited that in our
risk management account at ASCIP. This will bring our balance in that account to just under $1.1
million.
