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Summary of Findings

> Total credit enrollments increased by 1% (n=122) from Fall 2002 to Fall 2004; Over
three-quarters of those enrollments (77%) were comprised of students who resided
outside RSCCD boundaries.

e Overall, there was a 1% decrease (n=37) in credit enrollments of students who
reside inside RSCCD boundaries, and a 4% increase (n=159) in enrollments of
students who reside outside the District.

e There was less than a 1% decrease (n=26) in “on-campus” credit enrollments of
students who reside within District boundaries, and a 3% increase (n=126) in “on-
campus” enrollments of students who reside outside the District.
