This free event is hosted by SCC’s Spanish Club, Associated Student Body and Spanish honors classes.  


The Day of the Dead/Dia de los Muertos is an ancient tradition in Mexican and some Central American cultures.  Today it is celebrated as a festive holiday to remember loved ones who have died and commemorate the endless cycle of life and death that is human existence.  Families may visit and decorate gravesites, set up altars at home in honor of deceased relatives, and prepare traditional special foods and candy (such as sugar skulls and pan de muerto.)
