The team ranked among the top ten community college competitors in the U.S. in 2006.  Kubicka-Miller holds a bachelor’s degree from Northern Arizona University and a master’s degree from Cal State, Long Beach.  A competitive college speaker herself, this native Californian has lived and taught college classes in the Netherlands.   
“I congratulate and am very proud of our graduating class of 2006,” said Santiago Canyon College President Juan Vázquez.  “I am also proud of our outstanding faculty and staff who contribute so much to our students’ success.”    
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Over 1,200 people (graduates, families and friends) are expected to attend the commencement ceremony on June 9.  A reception for graduates and photo opportunities will follow in the college’s A/B Quad.
