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Santiago Canyon College Holds Ninth Annual Commencement

While a student at SCC, Faith was in the Honors Program and on the championship women’s soccer team for two years.  She was selected for the First Team, All Orange Empire Conference in 2007.  
This year’s commencement speaker (determined by student vote) is Jared Kubicka-Miller of Long Beach.  Kubicka-Miller is an assistant professor of communication and a coach
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for the college’s successful forensics (speech and debate) team.  In addition to teaching and traveling with the team and other coaches, he is active in the Speakers Symposium.  A member of the Santiago Canyon College faculty since 2006, his areas of expertise include argumentation, debate and group dynamics.
