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Trustee Alfredo Amezcua Declines to Run in November
** Declaration of Candidacy Forms Due to Registrar of Voters by August 13 **

(Santa Ana)—To the surprise of his colleagues on the Rancho Santiago Community College District Board of Trustees, Alfredo Amezcua, an attorney in private practice in Santa Ana who has been on the Board for six years, announced publicly at the Monday, July 21 Board meeting, that he will not seek re-election.  Trustee Amezcua will continue to serve through November.  

The Board of Trustees is composed of seven elected Board members, who serve four-year terms.  Trustee Amezcua’s seat encompasses Trustee Area #1, which includes a large portion of Santa Ana and a portion of east Garden Grove.  The filing deadline for this seat has been extended to August 13 at 5 p.m. The candidate chosen by the electorate to replace Trustee Amezcua will be sworn in at the December 8 regularly scheduled meeting of the Board of Trustees.   

“As a proud graduate of Santa Ana College (SAC), member of the SAC Alumni Hall of Fame, and lifelong local resident, it has been both my privilege and honor to serve the students and residents of our community through my involvement on the Board of Trustees.  Even though I will no longer have official responsibility on the Board, I will sustain my commitment to the college and college district by remaining active in campus activities and mentoring students,” stated Trustee Amezcua. 
He also added, “I am a strong believer in giving other members of our community an opportunity to serve and bring new ideas and vision to our college district.”

Trustee Amezcua was appointed to the Board and then elected in 2004.  During his tenure, he served as president from 2005-06. One of his major efforts during his presidency was to establish an initiative to recognize the college district’s top student scholars at Board meetings.   He initiated and led a variety of strategic committees and served as the Board’s liaison to the Rancho Santiago Community College District Foundation, which raises money for student needs to offset the cost of tuition and college expenses.  As a local businessman and founder of the first 
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local business bank in Santa Ana, Trustee Amezcua has been instrumental in advocating for the college district’s many economic and workforce development programs.  For many years, he has been a featured speaker at the Feria Para Empresarios, a small business symposium held at SAC for Latino business owners and entrepreneurs.  He began his involvement with the college district by serving as a volunteer member of the Orange County Legislative Task Force.   
Trustee Amezcua will continue his community involvement through his service on the Board of Directors of the Santa Ana Business Alliance, where he is instrumental in advancing the visibility of both English Works, as well as High School, Inc. – two renowned initiatives that are helping local residents obtain the training and opportunities needed to break the cycle of poverty.  He will also remain active in many community-based organizations, including Los Amigos of Orange County.  Most recently, Trustee Amezcua co-chaired the successful bond measure campaign that resulted in the passage of Measure G for the Santa Ana Unified School District.  
“I am a living testament to what one person can do with a formal education and opportunities.  I have devoted myself to public service and I have always lived this value.  My academic career was launched at SAC … I have strong allegiance to my alma mater and will continue to advocate that the college district receives the resources needed to meet the needs of our community. I view the mission of the college district as essential to the growth and prosperity of central Orange County,” Trustee Amezcua added.
