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Santa Ana College Offers Aquatics Camp for Kids

According to the Center for Disease Control, in 2001, 859 children ages 0-14 died from drowning.  Drowning remains the second leading cause of death for children ages 0-14 years. The American Academy of Pediatrics, Injury Prevention Program recommends teaching children to swim once they are ready. Swimming lessons can equip children with water survival skills that can be useful in an emergency.

Santa Ana College offers Aquatics Camp for children ages 8-14. Students will learn to swim or improve their technique while learning poolside safety. These coached workouts led by Santa Ana College faculty are designed to increase swimming efficiency and improve endurance and strength. Classes are designed for the beginning to intermediate swimmers. A swim check will be conducted the first day of class.


Aquatics Camp is scheduled Monday through Friday, from August 8 through August 12.  Beginning swimmers can choose from sessions held from 12:30 p.m. to 1 p.m., 1 p.m. to 1:30 p.m., or 1:30 to 2 p.m.  The fee for each beginning series of classes is $21 per person. Intermediate swimmers can choose from classes held from 2 p.m. to 3 p.m., 3 p.m. to 4 p.m., or 4 p.m. to 5 p.m. The fee for each intermediate series of classes is $39 per person. Classes are held at the Santa Ana College pool, 1530 W. 17th Street, Santa Ana.


Santa Ana College water polo and swim coach Patty Smith will lead Aquatics Camp. Smith has a master’s degree in physical education and has been teaching swimming at various schools for over 30 years.
