Tryouts for Santa Ana College’s cable television news programs, Around and About Orange County (AAOC) and Noticias NLCO will take place on Tuesday, June 7, beginning at 11 a.m.  All interested parties must check in at the SAC-TV studios, Centennial Education Center, 2900 W. Edinger Ave., room E-103 in Santa Ana.

No previous broadcasting experience is necessary to join the production staff of either program. Individuals will be required to cold read a news script from a teleprompter while being taped on camera. Anyone with camera or writing skills is also encouraged to attend the orientation session. Talent auditioning for Noticias NLCO, the nation’s first Spanish-language news program produced by a college, must be fluent in English for training purposes. All cast members are required to enroll in SAC’s Television/Video Communications course 130: Principles of Broadcast News. These students will have the option of continuing with advanced courses and earning the program’s certificate.

Alumni from the SAC-TV program have moved on to a professional career in the industry.  Some of the current successful students include Charla Smith who is now a producer at E! Entertainment; Christine Godoy is a reporter at Telemundo, Los Angeles; Paul Gomez is a director of broadcast operations at Infinity Radio, Los Angeles; Claudia Mendoza is a reporter at Televisa, Los Angeles; and Florencia Calleja is a segment producer at Univision Network in Miami, Florida.  

Marking its 20th year anniversary, AAOC has produced over 500 shows, and Noticias NLCO is in its seventh year of production. Both programs can be seen on the Adelphia cable stations in Orange County including Buena Park, Fullerton, Placentia, Santa Ana and Yorba Linda.  AAOC is one of the original and longest running cable news programs focusing specifically on Orange County issues.  It has received awards in excellence from College Media Advisors, Inc., Western Access Video, the Associated College Press, and Hometown USA.
