**Board elects new officers** 
(Santa Ana)— On December 8 at a regularly scheduled meeting of the Rancho Santiago Community College District (RSCCD) Board of Trustees, three incumbents—R. David Chapel, Ed.D.; Brian E. Conley, M.A.; and Lisa Woolery, APR, M.A.—and Trustee-elect, Mark McLoughlin, were sworn into office.  Each will serve a four-year term.  The Board also chose the officers for 2009, unanimously electing Chapel as president, Lawrence (Larry) R. Labrado, Sr., as vice president, and Conley as clerk.  Each officer will serve a one-year term.
With his re-election, Chapel is entering his second term on the Board and first term as president.  He is a professor of education and supervisor of student teachers at Argosy University in Orange County.  He also manages an educational consulting business, working with major corporations and the California Department of Education.
Chapel brings a wide variety of teaching and administrative experiences to his service on the Board.  He taught in the Los Angeles, Bellflower and Huntington Beach Unified school districts, served as an administrator in the Garden Grove Unified School District and was an adjunct professor at California State University, Dominguez Hills.  He has held a variety of leadership positions, including serving as president of a teachers’ association and as a state council representative for the California Teachers Association. 

He holds a bachelor’s degree from California State University, Long Beach, a

master’s degree from California State University, Los Angeles, and a doctorate from the University of Southern California.  
Conley is the district’s most seasoned Trustee, having been elected to the Board in 1988.  Unanimously elected as the Board’s clerk for 2009, Conley has served as Board president four times during his 20 years of service.  He is a community college professor who has served on many local, regional and statewide educational committees and commissions.  During his decades 
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of service to the college district, Conley has received many awards and accolades including the national Trustee Leadership Award from the Association of Community College Trustees, the Advocate of the Year Award by the Faculty Association of California Community Colleges and Outstanding Alumni Awards from both Sacramento City College (SCC) and California State University, Sacramento (CSUS).  
He holds an associate degree from SCC, a bachelor’s degree from CSUS, and a master’s degree from California State University, Fresno.  He also completed graduate studies at the UCLA School of Graduate Management, Pepperdine University’s Graduate School in Education, and Beaux-arts in Geneva, Switzerland.

With this re-election, Woolery is entering her 13th year of service on the Board.  She is a past president, has chaired a variety of Board committees, and represented the college district on the Orange County Community Colleges Legislative Task Force.  
Woolery is an accredited public relations practitioner who currently serves as the communications manager for the city of Tustin.  Previously, she worked as a community relations representative for former State Assembly Speaker Curt Pringle, an account representative for public relations firms, and as a public information officer for a charter school management company.  Prior to entering the public relations profession, Woolery was a middle school teacher.  She holds a bachelor's degree from Concordia University, Irvine, and a master's degree from California State University, Fullerton (CSUF).
McLoughlin, a 17-year resident of Santa Ana, will begin a four-year term.  As chairman of the Santa Ana Unified School District’s (SAUSD) Citizens Bond Oversight Committee and as a member of the SAUSD Budget Reduction Committee, he is an advocate for fiscal prudence, sound fiscal management, and taxpayer safeguards.  Recently, he co-chaired the successful Measure G campaign for SAUSD, which received voter approval in June 2008.  

McLoughlin is active in a wide range of community organizations.  He serves on the Board of Directors for the Greater Santa Ana Business Alliance, is president of the Floral Park Neighborhood Association (FPNA), chairman of FPNA Historic Designation Committee, and a facilitator of the Santa Ana Community Neighborhood Leadership Training Program.

Professionally, McLoughlin brings 30 years of corporate business experience working with Fortune 500 companies to his new position on the Board.  He earned his bachelor’s degree in manufacturing and industrial engineering from Syracuse University and an M.B.A. from the

In addition to the election of Chapel as president and Conley as clerk, Labrado, a resident of Orange, was unanimously chosen as vice president.  Labrado joined the Board in 1994 and served as Board president from 1997-99. 
 A former educator, Labrado served as an outreach director at CSUF prior to his retirement.  He is currently a small business owner with more than 20 years of experience in enrollment management.  
Labrado is devoted to advancing the education of local youth and Latino children and adults.  He has served in countless leadership roles over the past four decades and has earned numerous awards.   Most recently, he was named as one of 50 successful Latino Alumni from CSUF to be featured in promotional exhibits for the university’s 50th anniversary celebration.  He was also recently inducted into the CSUF Educational Opportunity Program Hall of Fame.

His current community involvement includes participation in the Leadership Orange Advisory Committee for the Orange Chamber of Commerce & Visitors Bureau, the Boys and Girls Club of Orange, the American GI Forum and the Friendly Center, Inc. 

Labrado, who is known in the community for making decisions that support his advocacy for students, holds an associate degree from Santa Ana College and a bachelor’s degree in ethnic studies from CSUF.
