While still at La Opinión she landed her first job with Telemundo 52 where she went on to work

as news anchor for the evening news.  Later, she worked as West Coast Bureau Chief for Univision’s “TV Mujer” program.  After leaving television to become a real estate entrepreneur, she returned to television journalism, this time with KMEX, Channel 34. Later she came back to Telemundo as news anchor.  In addition to her journalism career, she has traveled the world and even volunteered in Mother Theresa’s Mission in Calcutta, India.
