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David Chapel joins Rancho Santiago CCD board

Congresswoman Loretta Sanchez issued the oath of office to returning board trustees Alfredo Amezcua and Brian Conley.  Orange City Councilwoman Carolyn Cavecche administered the oath of office to former board president Lisa Woolery.


At this organizing meeting, the trustees selected new board officers.  Brian Conley, beginning a fifth term on the board, was selected as its president.  Alfredo Amezcua will serve as board vice president and John Hanna as its clerk.


In a surprise move, the board gave Chancellor Eddie Hernandez its President’s Award. Board President Brian Conley said, “This is a stable district, which is due in large part to Dr. Hernandez’s leadership. He is straight-forward and honest and his relationship with our employee groups has been incredible. He has an outstanding administrative team.”  

In other board business, Michael Weisman, DGWB Advertising and Communications president, was appointed to the college district’s bond oversight committee.  The board unanimously voted to support the recommendations of a community college work group to create a new funding method for the statewide system.  

Santiago Canyon College and Santa Ana College are public community colleges of Rancho Santiago Community College District, which serves the residents of Anaheim Hills, Garden Grove, Irvine, Orange, Santa Ana, Tustin and Villa Park.
