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Santa Ana College Earns National Recognition
(Santa Ana)— According to Community College Week, a biweekly national publication for two-year college professionals, Santa Ana College ranks 5th among the top 100 associate’s degree producers for Hispanic students in the nation.  The 90-year-old college is the state’s second highest producer of Hispanic graduates, surpassed only by second-ranked East Los Angeles College.


In addition, Santa Ana College ranks 14th among the top 100 associate’s degree producers for Asian American students in the nation.  Other California community colleges among the top 15 ranked colleges were: Pasadena City College (#1), City College of San Francisco (#2), DeAnza College (#6), San Joaquin Delta College (#9), Orange Coast College (#10), Mt. San Antonio College (#12), and Mission College (#13). 

The publication’s June 19 issue ranked two-year colleges based on degrees conferred during the 2004-2005 academic year.  The report is based on data compiled by the National Center for Education Statistics Integrated Postsecondary Education Data Set completions survey. 

During the 2004-2005 academic year, Santa Ana College conferred a total of 1,394 associate’s degrees.  In addition, 602 SAC students earned vocational certificates in the same year. 

“Students come to our college district for diverse reasons. Yet, they all have something in common whether their goal is university transfer, a certificate program, workplace-specific training or adult basic education.  They all seek to improve their family’s economic outlook,” said Dr. Eddie Hernandez, district chancellor.  “Although it’s very gratifying to be recognized nationally, we must continue to keep our colleges and programs up-to-date to meet ever increasing community demands.”


In fall 2005, nearly 75 percent of Santa Ana College’s students were identified as ethnic minorities.  The college’s total enrollment, including credit and non-credit programs, was 33,922 
during fall 2005.
