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Digital Media Center construction contract approved

(Santa Ana)—At the November 15th board meeting, Rancho Santiago Community College District’s Board of Trustees approved awarding a contract to Bernards Brothers to build Santa Ana College’s digital media center.  Its $9.2 million construction cost is funded with a $1.58 million grant from the U.S. Department of Commerce and the college district’s general obligation bond revenues.

Bernards Brothers, headquartered in Los Angeles since 1974, has offices in Orange County.  Its client list includes projects completed for UC Irvine, the University of Southern California, community college and K-12 education districts around the state.

Designed by Arquitectonica, the digital media center will be built on 1.2 acres the City of Santa Ana donated to the college district at the southwest corner of Wilshire and S. Bristol. A construction kick-off event is slated for December 7 at noon on the site.

In other board business, a contract to remodel a portion of the district’s operations center was awarded to Culp Construction.  Once completed, the district’s information technology department will be relocated from Santa Ana College, thus providing space for new classrooms and instructional offices.  In addition the Orange County Small Business Development Center, the International Business Center, Center for International Trade Development, all operated by the college district in leased offices at 900 N. Broadway, will move into the remodeled second floor at 2323 N. Broadway.

Santiago Canyon College and Santa Ana College are public community colleges of Rancho Santiago Community College District, which serves the residents of Anaheim Hills, Garden Grove, Irvine, Orange, Santa Ana, Tustin and Villa Park.  Both colleges provide education for academic transfer and careers, courses for personal and professional development, and customized training for business and industry.
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
