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Devoted Alumni Join the SAC Foundation Board

New Members Continue the College’s Legacy of Academic Excellence

(Santa Ana, CA)  – Three new board members, all of whom are alumni, were recently inducted to serve on the Santa Ana College (SAC) Foundation Board of Directors. Continuing SAC’s legacy of academic excellence and support of student programs and services are new members: Ed Arnold; news anchor, Tony M. Rivas, college counselor, and Donna Scarbrough, business owner. 

Arnold, class of 1966, moved to Orange County in 1958 as a member of the United States Marine Corps. He remained a resident and enrolled at Santa Ana College where he was a football player and student government leader prior to receiving his associate’s degree in business.  Both Arnold and his wife, Dr. Dixie Arnold, are members of the SAC Alumni Hall of Fame. He is currently the news anchor and managing editor of KOCE-TV’s nightly news magazine show, “Real Orange,” and announcer for Dr. Robert H. Schuller’s internationally syndicated “Hour of Power.” As an alumnus, Arnold serves on the SAC Athletic Hall of Fame Committee and Rancho Santiago Community College District Community Advisory Board.  Santa Ana College has, in addition, honored him by naming its annual golf tournament fundraiser “The Ed Arnold Golf Classic.” 
Rivas, class of 1993, earned his associate’s degree in liberal arts from SAC and went on to pursue a career in education. Holding both his bachelor’s and master’s degrees, he is now an Extended Opportunity Programs and Services (EOPS) counselor at Mt. San Antonio College.  He has supported SAC in numerous ways including assisting with the KinderCaminata event (1995-1996 and 2000-2005), Student Leadership Institute, EOPS annual celebration, and California Alliance for Minority Participation. 

Scarbrough has also been involved with SAC by being a member of the Spinster Sorority, when she attended. Other community activities she took part in include being a PTA member for various elementary, junior high and high schools, and serving on the Walter Knott Luncheon for Goodwill committee.  She is a member of the SAC 1949 graduating class and, like Arnold, received her associate’s degree in business.  She and her husband have their own business, The G and D Scarbrough F.L.P., that specializes in the agricultural industry.   
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Arnold, Rivas and Scarbrough will assist the SAC Foundation with its commitment to ensuring that no student is denied educational opportunities because of financial constraints. The Foundation raises private funds through various events, sponsorships, and donations to support college programs and services where there is a high need. In the last year alone, the Foundation raised $323,270 that includes a 1:1 match of $1 million federal endowment grant. Due to the foundation’s endless dedication, during the 2005-2006 school year, over 550 scholarships totaling $365,794 were awarded to students, representing a 26 percent increase. 

The Foundation’s mission is to maintain, expand, and enhance the educational opportunities of SAC by linking community organizations, businesses, funding sources, alumni and staff, thus preserving the college’s near century of “A history of success, a future of promise.”

The SAC Foundation Board of Directors selects new members based on a nomination and review process.  However, if others are interested, they can submit a resume that will also be reviewed. Once selected, members agree to fulfill various commitments such as attending 80 percent of the board meetings, participate as a leader in the President’s Circle division and select a minimum of one Foundation special event to support financially. In addition, board members must participate in at least one of the following committees per year: Investment and Finance, Alumni Development, Nominating, Program Funding, and Events.
