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Norman Fujimoto Named Vice President of 

Academic Affairs at Santa Ana College

Fujimoto has served as the instructional dean of the science, engineering, mathematics and computer and information sciences division at Cerritos College since 1994.  He will officially join Santa Ana College on January 4, 2007.  

Fujimoto was selected through a national recruitment effort.  “Norm’s experience as a community college leader brings to Santa Ana College the skills needed to continue to move the college forward.  He has a solid track record of working with renovation and construction projects such as those we have on the horizon and his technology experience will be a real asset as our district launches the conversion of its information system,” said Erlinda Martinez, Ed.D., president, Santa Ana College.

In his new position, Fujimoto will serve as the chief instructional officer of the college responsible for all aspects of academic programs and instructional support services.  In addition, he will oversee professional development, class scheduling, college catalogues, university articulation, instructional budget, allocation of instructional services, and library services.
At Cerritos College, he oversaw the biology, chemistry, computer and information sciences, earth sciences, mathematics, physics and astronomy departments.  During his tenure at Cerritos College, he was the principle investigator in several grants, including Tech Prep linking community colleges with high schools, the Chancellor’s Office Pipeline Grant, AACC/Working Connections Grant to develop technology on campus for students and faculty, and a Title V Grant with California State University at Dominguez Hills.  Under his leadership, minimum standards for technology hardware were established campus-wide and advancements in technology made.
While at Cerritos College, he also served as the interim dean of the business division for 
one year and taught chemistry on a part-time basis since 1981.  He has been a member of the 
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Classified School Employees Association negotiation team and president of the campus management association.
Previously, Fujimoto served as a principal in the Pomona Unified School District, an assistant principal in ABC Unified School District where he also was the science department chair and head coach for water polo and swimming. 

He earned his Master of Arts in Teaching (M.A.T.) in chemistry from Andrews University in Berrien Springs, Michigan and his B.A. in chemistry from Loma Linda University.
