The first class meeting will provide insight to the various types of grants that are available, such as federal and private, the components of writing a grant proposal, and tips on the “do’s and don’ts” of proposal writing.  The second class meeting will focus on “surfing for dollars” on the Internet, which has become an exciting and invaluable tool for grant writing.  This “Grant Writing Primer” class will be especially useful for the novice to the intermediate grant seeker from educational, government and non-profit sectors. 


“It is important for grant seekers to attend this class because they need to know the types of projects that can be funded,” said Janie Marcus, class instructor and director of grants at Rancho Santiago Community College District (RSCCD).  “I will also be giving students time-saving tips to help increase their success.”
