(Santa Ana) – The average identity theft victim spends about 200 hours trying to repair the damage to his or her name and credit.  Identity theft is such a prevalent problem that many companies even offer identity theft coverage to their employees to reduce the amount of time lost should they becomes victims. The seminar will be led by a representative of Los Angeles-based Technology Crime Institute (TCI), which was created to teach people and organizations how to protect their technological and personal assets from becoming the next statistic. 


“Identity theft has been referred to as the crime of the new millennium and its 
impact can be devastating,” said Bill Fisher, TCI executive director.  “We hope that after 
taking this workshop people will know how to protect themselves and their personal information
by learning about the things they may do unconsciously that may put them at risk.” 
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Attendees of the seminar will learn what identity theft is, how it occurs, and different prevention strategies.  The materials that will be provided include “The Identity Prevention Guide” which contains reproducible forms that victims can use to dispute charges and request credit reports.
