Four events are scheduled from 6-8:30 p.m., Thursday, Jan. 11 at Santa Ana High School, 520 W. Walnut, Santa Ana, CA; Wednesday, Jan. 17 at Valley High School, 3002 Centennial, Santa Ana, CA, and Saddleback High School, 2802 S. Flower, Santa Ana, CA; and Thursday, Jan. 18 at Century High School, 1401 S. Grand Ave., Santa Ana, CA. Through the generosity of Santa Ana College and its partners, a $500 scholarship will be awarded to a Santa Ana student attendee at each event.  Bilingual outreach staff will be on hand to answer questions and provide information to all interested.  Parents and students are welcome.
