The new building, largely funded by state revenue, is part of an aggressive construction plan designed to bring college facilities in line with enrollment growth. In a recent analysis by Community College Week, Santiago Canyon College ranked second on a list of the fifty fastest-growing public two-year colleges in the U.S.* 

The Library/Learning Resource Center allows for much-needed expansion of media materials and shelf space for 100,000 books.  Instructional resources such as the tutoring center and faculty technology training center will be housed in the facility, and space has been allocated for student art displays.  Building completion and occupancy are expected in 2006. 

“The college’s new Library and Learning Resource Center will have a significant impact on our students’ educational experience,” said Juan Vázquez, Santiago Canyon College president.  “It will provide a place to study and learn as well as access to a wealth of technology such as media viewing stations, advanced technology classrooms and a wireless network.”
