Men’s Soccer: Santa Ana’s Harvey and Vasquez                Sign with Notre Dame de Namur University
SANTA ANA, CA – Today (Friday, April 21), Santa Ana College (SAC) sophomores Josh Harvey and Emmanuel Vasquez signed letters of intent to continue their education while playing soccer for Notre Dame de Namur University (NDNU) located in Belmont, California.
Harvey, a defender, and Vasquez, a midfielder, guided the SAC men's soccer team to its second consecutive men's state soccer title and record seventh overall as the Dons (24-2-1) downed previously undefeated Santa Rosa Junior College (23-1), 3-1, in the championship game of 2005 California Community College Commission On Athletics Soccer Championships in December. The Dons also captured their 12th consecutive Orange Empire Conference (OEC) title and finished the season ranked second in the final National Soccer Coaches Association of America (NSCAA) Division III Men's Soccer poll.
Harvey and Vasquez were two of eight Santa Ana players to earn all-OEC honors last fall. Vasquez earned first team all-OEC honors as a midfielder while Harvey was a second team honoree at his defender position. Both started 25 of the Dons' 27 games a year ago for the state champions.
Harvey was also a member of SAC’s 2004 team (19-0-4) that won a state championship and captured the college's second NSCAA men's soccer title. The Dons were 43-2-5 in Harvey's two years on the men's soccer team.
NDNU is an NCAA Division II independent institution that will be joining the Pacific West Conference that includes Chaminade University; Brigham Young University, Hawaii; University of Hawaii-Hilo; Hawaii Pacific University and Grand Canyon University in 2006. Last year the Argonauts finished the season with a 10-8-1 overall record.
