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Eight SAC Digital Media Arts Students Honored in Media Arts Competition
Noe Teran A Double Winner In Website Design and Audio Categories
(Santa Ana, CA)  – Noe Teran (Santa Ana, CA) was one of eight Santa Ana College (SAC) digital media arts students who received awards at the 2007 Media Arts Award Competition presentation, sponsored by the California Community Colleges’ Multimedia and Entertainment Initiative. Teran, a graduate of Santa Ana High School, was the only SAC student to receive two awards capturing top honors in the Website Design category and Merit Award recognition for his audio submission.
Entrants for the Website Design category were asked to submit any website intended for display via the World Wide Web that would run on Internet Explorer. The 400 entries submitted in the competition were judged by the Multimedia and Entertainment Initiative, which recognized outstanding student work in 14 categories of media arts. The entries were screened by 50 faculty members and judged by another 50 industry professionals.

At the Media Arts Showcase, Teran was presented with $1,700 worth of Adobe CS3 software, which includes: Photoshop, Illustrator, InDesign, GoLive, Acrobat Pro, Bridge and Version Cue. He also received a $100 annual subscription for online learning tutorials from Lynda.com, which provides the latest tools and techniques in digital media design and development from experts in the field.
Seven other SAC students were recognized as Merit Award recipients: Hideshiro Miyao, Illustration; Fernando Osorio, Illustration; Karen Rodriguez, Illustration; Ernesto Alvarez, Photography; Jessica Becker, Photography; John Iwanaga, 3D Digital Imagery – Architectural/Industrial Model; and Gloria Sharber, 3D – Cinematic Still.
