Minutes later, Kim Horn (Capistrano Valley HS) was fouled inside the penalty box and Jenna Scarborough (Northwood HS) took advantage of a penalty kick to give SCC a 2-0 lead.


After some nice inside passing by SCC, freshman Aleyce Oyama (El Toro HS) found the net from 20 yards out on shot that went off the fingertips of Riverside goalie Jessica Greene. Peck collected her second assist of the game moments later as she again crossed from the right corner, this time finding sophomore Rachel Housepian (El Toro HS) who finished with a header. 

Lindsey Crancer (Norco HS) completed the scoring for SCC when she tallied on a header to the right corner of the goal on an assist from a Taylor Giacomaro (Newport Harbor HS) corner kick. The Hawks will wait to see who they play in the Southern California Regionals Playoffs beginning on Nov. 19th.      
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
