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Housepian Leads Santiago Canyon Women’s Soccer 

To First Round Playoff Win Over Moorpark 
Orange, CA—Sophomore forward Rachel Housepian (El Toro HS) scored two goals to lead the Santiago Canyon College (SCC) women’s soccer team to a 3-1 victory over visiting Moorpark College in the first round of the Southern California Regional Playoffs Friday evening at SCC Soccer Field.


SCC, the No. 2-seeded team in the region, struck first as Housepian was able to control a cross from sophomore midfielder Georgia Koromelas (Canyon HS). Housepian beat Moorpark goalie Brittney Lloyd to the left side, giving the Hawks (21-0-2) a 1-0 halftime lead. 


Housepian again found the net in the second half, this time on a cross from freshman defender Taylor Giacomaro (Newport Harbor HS). Kim Horn (Capistrano Valley HS) gave the Hawks a 3-0 lead as she followed a shot from freshman forward Katie Romero (Aliso Niguel HS) that bounced off the right goal post. 

Megan Quinn got the Raiders (13-3-5) on the scoreboard minutes later as she was able to sneak a shot past SCC goalkeeper Whitney Bailey (Fountain Valley HS). Bailey had two saves on the night for the Hawks. Lloyd made four saves in goal for Moorpark, who came in as the No. 15-seed.


The Hawks will face No.10-seed Mt. San Antonio College in second round playoff action on Tuesday, Nov. 22 at SCC Soccer Field. Game time is scheduled for 7 p.m.   
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
