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Santiago Canyon College Celebrates Grand Opening of 

Orange Education Center on February 3

WHAT:

After a six-month whirlwind renovation from a microchip manufacturing plant into a state-of-the-art educational facility, the new Orange Education Center is inviting the public to its grand opening.  The new 92,500 square foot model facility is equipped with 21 classrooms, two high-tech computer labs, an older adult/parenting classroom, a meeting room that accommodates over 150 people, a child development center and an instructional learning center with 50 computer stations.  The Orange Education Center is the newest of its kind for California community colleges since 2002.  



The center is part of the Santiago Canyon College’s continuing education division which provides free, non-credit classes to the community in adult basic education, citizenship, English as a second language, business and computer skills, high school completion, older adult program, and parent education.  The division serves over 10,000 students at ten sites in Orange, Anaheim Hills, and Garden Grove.  The college district ranks third in the state for the number of students it serves through its non-credit continuing education program.

HOW:
The $17 million center was made possible by Measure E, a $337 million bond measure approved by college district voters in November 2002.  GKK Corporation, a Newport Beach architecture firm, was responsible for architectural design in the redevelopment of the former manufacturing plant and  Douglas E. Barnhart, Inc., construction management firm, handled the construction.

The event will offer tours of the new facility, instructional program displays, and refreshments.  Entertainment will be provided by the Villa Park High School Madrigal Singers.
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
