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Student Defies Odds and is Selected for All-California Academic Team

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(Santa Ana, CA)  – On Thursday, March 29, Kimberly Davis traveled to Sacramento, Calif., to be honored as a selected member of the 2007 Phi Theta Kappa All-California Academic Team.  The program provides recognition at the state level for top community college students and annually recognizes some 60 outstanding two-year college students.  
Students are selected for three All-California teams based on grades (minimum 3.25 cumulative G.P.A.), leadership, community services and eligibility to graduate with an associate’s degree.  Nominees receive scores from Phi Theta Kappa Judges and are then placed into one of three teams.  Throughout the 109 California community colleges, 69 students were selected to represent three teams this year.  All team members receive a medallion of honor, a certificate and a cash stipend.    

Davis, a city of Orange resident, was one of 23 students across the state to be selected for Team Three and the only one selected in this team from Orange County colleges.  She is a communication major with a 3.50 G.P.A, and the president of the Associated Student Government.  Davis comes from a single parent home and is one of five children.  Although her entire family faces many barriers, Santa Ana College (SAC) has become a family tradition–with both her mother and brother defying odds to attend and complete their two-year requirements at SAC. 
Davis’ mother has been her biggest inspiration in her life because she has been the ideal role model.  Even though her mother is a single parent of five children, she worked two jobs and attended Santa Ana College part-time.  “When I was a young girl, I remember doing my homework with my brothers in the library while my mom went to classes, and everyone on campus was so nice to us,” said Davis. “Of course there are other colleges I could have attended, which are closer to my home, but I chose to go to SAC because of the programs, reputation and success my family has experienced there.”
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Davis plans on transferring to the University of Southern California (USC), where she will major in public relations.  She is currently completing her internship as a production assistant for “Entertainment Tonight,” and plans on focusing her career in the entertainment industry after graduation.  In her free time, Davis volunteers at Stepping Up, a not-for-profit organization, where she works with youth to assist them in meeting their goals.
