Santiago Canyon College Hosts “Dirty Tricks” Author
February 22—In celebration of Women’s History Month, Santiago Canyon College (SCC) is pleased to present Rita Bleiman, author of “Dirty Tricks,” on Wednesday, March 8 from 12:30 to 2:00 p.m.  Bleiman will speak on the topic of “Women, Power and Dirty Tricks,” followed by a book signing and light refreshments. “Dirty Tricks” is fictional but draws from Bleiman’s long career in politics, first in Texas, then in Washington, D.C.  The book is a funny, yet poignant insider’s view of politics, love and “the virus called power.”  Bleiman will share insights on women and power garnered throughout her many years working in the political arena.    
A writer and community activist, Bleiman came of age as a liberal Democrat in 1960’s Texas.  She left Texas at age 19 for Washington, D.C., first working for Senator Walter Mondale, then joining the Carter administration as a writer and researcher.  In 1979 she moved to Northampton, Massachusetts where she served three terms on the city council.  “Dirty Tricks” is Bleiman’s first novel.  She is working on her second book, and also is the author of ten plays, a six-part local television show and articles for The Washington Post, The Boston Globe, and Newsweek.  
“Women, Power and Dirty Tricks” is a free event that is open to the public.  It will be held on Wednesday, March 8, 12:30-2:00 p.m. at Santiago Canyon College in building D, room 121.
