(Santa Ana, CA)  – Assemblyman Jose Solorio will be the keynote speaker to 12 graduates from the Santa Ana Civic Leadership Initiative (SACLI) sponsored through Santa Ana College on Thursday, June 28 at 5:30 to 7 p.m., Hacienda Restaurant, 1725 College Ave, Santa Ana, CA 92706.  

Participants are nominated for the program by local organizations and commit to a year long program, which consist of monthly seminars hosted at various sites throughout the community, city government, school districts and community based organizations.  The SACLI program is designed to develop community based leadership and strengthen existing community by building robust and diverse leaders.  The program equips and empowers future community leaders to play a greater role in decision-making in their communities.  
Assemblyman Solorio is the son of migrant farm workers and has gone from laboring as a teenager in the fields alongside his parents, to earning a master’s degree in public policy from Harvard University.  He was elected to the California State Assembly in November 2006 to represent Orange County’s 69th Assembly District, which includes the cities of Anaheim, Garden Grove and Santa Ana.  He will share his experiences about building positive, productive and long lasting relationships with community, public and private sectors.    
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The program was established by The Pew Charitable Trust, an independent not-for-profit organization to invest in key communities by building strong, nontraditional leaders.  The city of Santa Ana is one out of 10 cities selected nationwide for program funding.  The goal was to invest $3.68 million in this project to identify grassroots leaders to engage in monthly seminars, national institutes and interface with local and national leaders to enhance their knowledge.  

For over 10 years, the program has been successful in producing strong leaders for the city of Santa Ana.  The initial three years were funded by The Pew Charitable Trust organization, and the remaining seven years have been supported by Santa Ana College.      
City Councilwoman Michele Martinez is a recent graduate of the program and has demonstrated leadership and passion for the community she serves.
