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Sexual Harassment Avoidance Training Offered at Santa Ana College

Sexual harassment is a costly problem that many employers face. According to the U.S. Equal Opportunity Employment Commission, in 2004, $37.1 million in monetary damages not including monetary benefits obtained through litigation were awarded to charging parties and other aggravated individuals.

A new California law, AB1825, requires employers with 50 or more employees to provide a minimum two hour sexual harassment prevention and awareness training to all supervisory employees within one year of January 1, 2005. After January 1, 2006, training must be provided to all supervisory employees every two years.  Santa Ana College Community Services program offers “Sexual Harassment Avoidance Training – Mandatory Training for Employers.” This workshop meets the necessary requirement of interactive training while covering the prevention and correction of sexual harassment. Topics include guidelines for prevention, critical information on harassment, workplace scenarios, and documentation of training attendance.

The workshop is offered on Friday, September 23 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. at Santa Ana College, room B-8, 1530 W. 17th Street in Santa Ana and is presented by Allison J. Pratt.
