Bart Hoffman Named Director of Digital Media Center at Rancho Santiago Community College District
(Santa Ana)—Rancho Santiago Community College District (RSCCD) has named Bart Hoffman as director of its new Digital Media Center (DMC). The 28,000 square-foot DMC, designed by the Miami-based architectural firm Arquitectonica, is slated to include:

· Business incubator for 10 to 15 entrepreneurial digital media businesses;

· Educational facilities for Santa Ana College digital media and other courses;

· A fully equipped 10,000 square-foot production studio to house the Santa Ana College TV/video department and provide rental options to production, post-production and digital-media related businesses.

As director of the center, Hoffman will oversee development and implementation of the DMC, including the management of the digital media business incubator and facilitation of interaction with the facility’s educational functions.  In addition, his focus will include establishing strategic partnerships with governmental, educational, business and industry, and community agencies and organizations.


Hoffman has over 20 years of performance-based management experience.  Previously, he served as the economic development manager for the City of Anaheim.  Prior to that, he held positions in the private and public sector, including vice-president of Mar General Contracting in Torrance, director of the Small Business Development Center at El Camino College, commercial real estate agent for Crown Associates in Torrance, and facilities manager for the South Bay Municipal Court.  He has also taught as an adjunct instructor of business and human resource management courses at Cypress College and El Camino College.


Hoffman holds an MBA from the University of Phoenix and a B.S. in business administration from California State University, Long Beach, where he double majored in management and business computer methods.
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In addition, Hoffman served as a member of the Anaheim Workforce Investment

Board for the past five years and is also a member of the Orange County Business Council Access to Capital Committee.  He is past chair of Orange County Chapter of the California Association for Local Economic Development and also volunteers as a mentor at Anaheim Union High School District.
About the Digital Media Center

The project was made possible through a unique alliance between Rancho Santiago Community College District, the City of Santa Ana and the WRJ Group. With the assistance of the WRJ Group, a $1.6 million grant was secured through the U.S. Department of Commerce Economic Development Administration.  The City of Santa Ana donated 1.2 acres of land made available by the Bristol Corridor project to the college district for the DMC site.  The project’s total budget is anticipated to be $12 million, including funds from the Measure E local bond initiative. Project completion is expected in spring 2006.
