To be a Notary Public you must be a legal resident of California (military excluded), be 18 years of age, clear a background check, and pass the exam.  There is an additional cost of $40 for the exam and checks are made payable to the Secretary of State.  Applicants must show a drivers license or State identification card with a photograph.
