Santiago Canyon College Offers a Life Saving Class

July 22—Because lives can be saved by correctly performing CPR, every person should know how and when to use it. This summer, Santiago Canyon College’s Community Services Program invites participants, ages 16 and older, to become CPR certified in a one-day class. 

CPR for Adults, Children and Infants meets Saturday, July 30 from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. in Santiago Canyon College B-210. The cost is $54, with a $10 material fee payable at the door.

Developed in the 1960s, CPR stands for cardiopulmonary resuscitation, a combination of mouth-to-mouth resuscitation and chest compressions. Through the use of CPR, oxygen-rich blood can be re-circulated to the brain. Without oxygen, permanent brain damage or death can occur in less than eight minutes. Benefits of CPR may include the prevention of SIDS (sudden infant death syndrome) and the reduction of cardiac arrest deaths. Participants will learn: how to respond to cardiac or respiratory arrests, single rescue CPR for adults, children and infants, and airway object removal techniques. 
Jack Griswold, a college instructor and member of the Western U.S. Regional faculty for the American Heart Association, will be teaching this class.
