Participants will learn all they need to know to pass the state examination that will be given right after the seminar at 5:00 p.m.  To take the state exam you must be a legal resident of the state of California (military excluded) and at least 18 years of age.  The class fee is $94 and a $ 20 material fee is payable in class.  In addition, the state requires new applicants and renewals to pay a fee of $40. The second class, “Become a Loan Signing Agent,” will be held on Saturday, May 21 from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. in room D-101 at Santiago Canyon College.  Once you have passed the state notary exam, this class teaches you how to build and maintain your business.  Students 
will develop and build their own business in five easy steps.  Students will also learn how to
