Approval of Minutes from 01/10/08 Meeting:
Minutes from the January 10, 2008 TAG Meeting were unanimously approved by all members present.
Discussion Points:

ADA Requirements
· Committee members briefly discussed ADA requirements, adaptations, and voice recognition
Web Traffic
· The problems students, faculty and staff have been experiencing with access to the web was discussed, including the problems with online registration.

· Online registration issues can not be resolved until the full implementation of Datatel

· A need to have the site available prior to the first day was examined.  This would require notification to ITS prior to the date so personnel arrangements could be made.
· Blackboard – there were no problems accessing from outside the district intranet.  Within the intranet, the access was very slow.  The speed relates directly to the number of people trying to access Blackboard, the time of day, content, etc.  It may be an issue with Blackboard’s servers and not a district issue.  No audio or video should be loaded onto Blackboard, but should be stored in the district’s servers.

· Scenic – an order has been placed to increase the pipe, however, the current hardware will only allow the pipe to double so not all of the additional pipe will be utilized until new hardware is obtained and installed.

· Timeline to complete – Summer

· My Space, UTube, and http websites were the primary band width usage.  Blackboard (which has a dedicated portion of the pipe) was #8 with ITunes U behind it.   
· There is a significant difference between usage prior to the start of a semester and during the course of a semester.

· Student laptops (WIFI) and library computers use the same pipeline

Technology Training
· There is a definite need for training on available technology for both faculty and staff
· There should be support at the division level to ensure the success and utilization of a training program

· On-going training is essential

· Online modules or lessons would be a versatile asset to those who want to learn about the technology on their own time or a web based tutorial

· The training needs to be centralized – a “one stop shopping” or a single dedicated contact that can assist on any technology issue or need

· Promotion and communication of the available training and services to the faculty and staff is a key to making the training program a success

· The individual college technology newsletters would be a great tool

· How to accomplish?

· Dedicated contact

· “One stop shopping”

· Determine the technology education needs of the faculty and staff

· Create tutorials and online material

· Create a “support group” of peers to offer their expertise on specific technology

· Include on both the intra and inter net

· Progress should be discussed at the next TAG meeting
Datatel Sharepoint Portal:
· Members viewed a web video demonstrating Datatel’s Sharepoint Portal. 
· School Web Services – would faculty/staff rather use something else?
· Some of the services demonstrated may not be available to RSCCD such as viewing the payroll check stubs (because payroll is done by OCDE) or hiring positions (because it is done on Green Tree).  If functions are done by a program other than Datatel, the detail may not be available on the Portal.
· Curriculum – would require a different vendor, but could be integrated into Datatel
