vision care: eye exams and check-ups that keep your eyes healthy.

X-rays: a test that allows a doctor to see inside your body.

substance abuse: a pattern of repeated drug or alcohol use that often interferes with
health, work, or social relationships.

eligible: able to do or receive something.
