Given a level-appropriate 
scenario or prompt, student 
will write an email, text, or 
note to the landlord about a 
problem in the rental unit. 
Student will describe the 
problem and ask for repair. 

Optimally, the writing task will 
be created on a computer or 
phone and sent to the 
assessor electronically. 

Content 

Addresses all parts of the task adequately. Some ideas 
may not be well stated. May require minimal inference.  

 6 points 

Addresses the task minimally but relation to the task is 
evident. May be unfocused or unclear. May require a 
substantial degree of inference.  

3 points 

Nothing written or content is incomprehensible or 
inappropriate.. 

0 points 

Grammar, Structure and Mechanics 

Some errors in grammar, structure, spelling, capitalization, 
or punctuation that do not distract the reader. 

2 points 

Many errors in grammar, structure, spelling, capitalization, 
or punctuation that may require the reader to infer meaning. 

1 point 

Errors make the writing difficult to understand even with 
inference. 

0 points
