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Background 
 
Enrollment into Chemistry 219 requires successful completion (C grade or better) of Math 080 or 
Math 081 and the successful completion of Chemistry 209 OR a passing score (24 points or 
higher) on the chemistry placement test.  Since the Spring 1998 semester, 426 students have both 
taken the test and received grades in Chemistry 219; transcripts of those students were analyzed 
for this report. 
 
Summary of Findings 
  
 Of the 426 students who took the test, 244 scored at or above the Chemistry 219 cut-

score of 24 points. 

 82% of those students were successful (A,B,C,P) in the course. 
 The students who scored below the cut-score (n=131) succeeded in the course at a rate of 

72%. 
 Course Grades and Chemistry Placement Test Grades are highly correlated.
